Clerk’s Report:

Recreation Ground

· Safety netting between the recreation ground and the cricket field.  The clerk met with Cllr Taylor to assess and measure the area required for netting.  Consideration was given that with future plans for the recreation ground with a potential track around the field that netting should span almost the entire width of the ground which measured 90 metres.  A spokesperson for the cricket club has advised that the lower height of 5 metres should be adequate.

· Wicksteed have advised that works in the recreation ground are due to start mid July.

· Feedback has been received from a parent about fencing for the play area, it was suggested that fencing was restricted to only the junior play area because it was felt that fencing may inhibit older children from using the equipment if they had to enter a gated area, also should urgent assistance be required at anytime there could be a small delay in access.
· The junior football club who requested to use the recreation ground have advised that they are unable to move to the recreation ground for the new season due to procedural issues with the league but would like the option to move next year.
Lengthsman

· It was raised with the Lengthsman that the VAS was not working, however when testing the signage the problem now seems to be resolved.

Highways issues

· WCC highways officer made contact in relation to water spray from irrigation on the Offenham Road, this was outside the parish boundary so referred to Badsey & Aldington PC.  Following on from this he asked if permission had been sought for the village gates, this has been referred to our County Councillor who was involved with the WCC site survey.

· A complaint has been received about overhanging hedge in Blackminster which has been reported to WCC highways.

· A complaint has been received about bushes overgrowing the highway in Church Street, which has been referred to WCC highways.
