Reports from representatives of other bodies 

Malvern Hills Trust – No update

Parish Paths Warden – PPW Mr Everett reported that since the last meeting he has walked all the usable public rights of way in the parish and cleared vegetation as necessary. He had also provided WCC countryside services with an up-to-date list of ongoing problems and discussed these with relevant landowners.

Mr Everett also registered his concern that s106 and CIL funds may be used to fund a cycle path when nothing is being done to improve the Stocks Lane and Madresfield junctions with the A449 and the matter was discussed.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Traffic speeds and installation of VAS, Stocks Lane – The new pole for the VAS is yet to be erected and the ongoing issue was discussed, together with communication that had taken place between a resident and Highways staff. It was agreed that the matter should be referred to Councillor Wells as a matter of urgency.
b) Request for pedestrian crossing to A449 bus stop or rerouting of buses from A449 to the Worcester Road service road – The matter has been reported through WCC hub (ref 557943) and is ongoing.
c) Request for parking restrictions on the road outside the Beauchamp Community – The matter has been reported through WCC hub (557948) and is ongoing. The ongoing danger of parked cars blocking visibility for drivers pulling out of the Beauchamp Community entrance was discussed and it was agreed that the matter be referred to Cllr Wells for urgent discussion with the WCC liaison engineer.
