2. Chairman’s Statement

The Chairman welcomed David Powell as the newly co-opted Parish Councillor
3. Police Report

There had been fly-tipping in Cutnall Green.

The Police and Crime Commissioner Survey had been completed assessing police contact with parish councils as poor..

Matters arising
6.1 Data Protection (Item 7.5). All outstanding consent forms had been completed. A Privacy Policy is to be prepared.
6.2 Dementia Friendly Communities. A payment to Dementia friends from the County Councillor’s Divisional Fund has been made and a letter of thanks to County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson had been received from Diane Dolley. A letter of thanks had also been received by the Parish Council acknowledging its donation.
7.  General 
7.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· No work was done in June.

In May 

· Drains and debris had been cleared in Elmbridge Lane and Addis Lane

· Foliage had been cut from road signs in Cutnall Green

· Soil had been cleared from drain covers in in Addis Lane and Purshull Green Lane

· A drain had been rodded in Addis Lane

· Grips had been renewed in Addis Lane ( Watery Lane)

The ditch near Cornshire Field Farm was investigated and no outlet had been found. Cllr. Andrew Halfpenny advised about the position of a drain. The Clerk would inform the Lengthsman.
7.2 Highways.

· Elmbridge Green Lane. Some pot holes had been filled but additional necessary work had been put on an “advisory list” by Highways and further repair would be carried out when funding allowed.
· Horton Lane. Pot holes between Horton Farm and Little Horton needed repair. The Clerk would advise Highways and copy details to County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson. 
· Grit Bins. The Grit Bins on Elmbridge Green Lane and Purshull Green Lane had been damaged, possibly by verge-cutting contractors. The Clerk would contact Highways and copy details to County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson.
The Government was conducting a Cycling Safety Review. The Clerk would write to Nigel Huddleston, MP, encouraging him to support safety regulations

7.3 New Homes Bonus

· Funding. £5,341 was available.

· Defibrillator. A defibrillator at the Village Hall was planned. The Clerk would process the application..
· Village Hall Car Park. Wychavon District Council would be looking for large projects in the future. A charging point for electric cars on the Village hall Car Park was suggested.

9. Planning
9.1 Manor Cottage. 17/02563/HP The appeal against the refusal of planning permission for conversion of existing single storey garage to living accommodation, ground floor and first floor extension had been dismissed by the Inspector.
A birch hedge had been planted on land outside the garden and on the verge. 
9.2 Broadhouse Farm. 18/01217 Listed building consent was sought for a 10-Panel Solar PV System on the east facing roof. The Parish Council were content to leave the decision to the Listing Authority.
9.3 Coombe Croft, 5 Foster Drive. 18/01155/HP. Permission sought to join two existing dormer windows.
9.4 Broadfield Farm, Cutnall Green.  An enquiry had been made about draft plans. Cllr. Charles Caddick had visited to discuss the plans. An application would be made to Wychavon DC in due course.

9.5 Bryan’s Green. The address of the Christopher Booker, the owner of Bryan’s Green, was still outstanding.

10.1 Worcestershire County Council Members Update..
10.2 A list detailing 25 items of correspondence and relevant emails was circulated to Councillors. In addition update emails had been received from CALC.
10.3 A letter from Roger Muir, Addis Cottage, about speeding on rural lanes was discussed. Mr Muir, at the discretion of the Chairman, had spoken about his concerns earlier in the meeting.

The Clerk’s letter to the MP about Cycling Safety would also express general concern about speed in rural lanes.
