Open Forum


A resident complained about mud on Three Cocks Lane and provided photographic evidence of the problem.  The resident advised that this particular incident was due to vehicles from Zenith Nurseries, she also added that she felt that the PC should follow up on this incident because it was a regular occurrence which was being ignored and had the potential for future flooding if not addressed. She further stated that it was an offence under the Highways Act for landowners not to clear mud from the highway.  The County Councillor advised that he could report this but it was agreed that the clerk should write to Zenith to give them an opportunity to address the problem.


Report from Alastair Adams, County Councillor.

Cllr Adams requested that he be sent a copy of the letter to Zenith Nurseries.


Cllr Adams advised that WCC announced a 17 million black hole in finances which were to be addressed by cutbacks.  He stated that most of the problem was due to the increase in children in care and the cost of adult social care which amounted to nearly 70% of budget.


He stated that Universal Credit arrives in this area in November and GWR recently gave a presentation for Cotswold services and the extension of the platform at Honeybourne.

He added that the pavement outside the RBL Club was being repaired.  His full report would be emailed after the meetng.
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
