Open Forum

A resident advised that several areas in Bretforton were protected open space and suggested that areas should be considered in Offenham.  Cllr Moran advised that Crabtree Leys had been a designated area of open space and was still developed.  

CCTV was mentioned as a deterrent for criminal behaviour; Councillors responded by stating that criminals were well aware of CCTV and used disguises to prevent detection.  Cllr Young advised that the camera overlooking the church was not working when the theft of oil took place at the church; it was a possibility that some tampering had taken place.  The resident was frustrated that little action was obvious from the police; it was advised that few resources were available to cover all areas. Improved neighbourhood watch was suggested which requires volunteers unfortunately the resident stated that he was too busy to assist.
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
