PLANNING: - No new planning applications.  LL reported that the Planning Department has made changes on how you apply for planning and that planning applications are more complicated to complete.   Also Planning Fees have increased.  
CRIME IN THE PARISH:
Vanessa Snape – Police Community Support Office for West Midlands Police reported on the outbuildings broken into in Stoke Bliss and other crime in local areas.  
Vanessa also report that Mike Simpson is rolling out a Smart Water initiative.   Smart Water is an invisible marker for items in your house and in your garden shed. 
There is also a visible marker available for items in your garden shed.  The visible marker is working well to deter thieves as it is impossible to remove and is visible. 
Mike Simpson will be visiting all local parishes and will give a presentation on Smart Water.  The Police have recently recovered some chain saws due to visible markers.    Smart Water is available at a reduced price of £8.90 for parishioners.
TS to advertise the availability of Smart Water in Parish Magazine.  
Vanessa will ask Mike Simpson to attend our next Parish Council Meeting.  
TSA to apply to Ken Pollock for some funding to help with the cost of Smart Water.
The Police are more than happy to come to the Village Hall and mark parishioner’s items.
Vanessa reported that further speed check will be carried out over the Broadheath in the near future.
