Hanley Village Hall:

Footpaths/Bridleways:

PARISH LAND:
· Request from Mrs Stephanie McDonald to store hay on parish field – the Committee agreed that Stephanie McDonald was to come off the Parish land at the end of October as set out in the Tenancy Agreement and in line with The Agriculture Act.  PS said that he was happy to store hay for Mrs McDonald.
· Registration of Parish Land with Land Registry – SS was given the map of the Parish land and he will register all the Parish land with the Land Registry under Hanley Parish Council
LENGHTHSMAN SCHEME:
· Training Course – MJY has forwarded the email from Worcestershire County Council whom is offering training on the Highways.  PS thought that Bernard Churchill and his workforce will have attended training as Bernard works for Worcestershire County Council.
PARISH HIGHWAY:

· LL reported that the layby opposite The Fox is often full of parked cars which make poor visibility when coming out of the junction. PS suggested that the person finding poor visibility should report the problem to the Police. 
BURGLERIES IN THE HANLEY AREA
· PS reported that there had been a further burglary in a rural detached garage which took place between 13/08/2018 18.22 and 14/08/2018 08:00 at Bell Lane, Broadheath, Tenbury Wells.
 The victim lives in a lane in rural Broadheath. There are about 15 houses spread about on the lane. Between the material times unknown offender(s) has approached the detached garage. The victim has advised that mole grips or similar have been used to snap off the lock and force the door open. Entry has been gained but nothing stolen.
