1. Glen Rise – The housing requirement for the village was assessed as part of the SWDP. The number of houses planned for the village by the SWDP exceeded the village requirement. A large fraction has been already been met by the recent Taylor Wimpey development and mostly taken up by incomers. Further development prior to 2030 is therefore not required. It is not possible to assess the 20% contribution offered to affordable housing requirement as the scheme is in outline and thus we have no way to quantify the value. Access to the site extends into farmland and so requires a change of use. A recent planning application was rejected when that applicant included adjacent agricultural land to facilitate development. The limited width access is a concern over the use for emergency vehicles. Recommend Refusal.
2. Laylocks Cottage – The housing requirement for the village was assessed as part of the SWDP. The number of houses planned for the village by the SWDP exceeded the village requirement. A large fraction has been already been met by the recent Taylor Wimpey development and mostly taken up by incomers. Further development prior to 2030 is therefore not required. Access to the site extends into farmland and so requires a change of use. A recent planning application was rejected when that applicant included adjacent agricultural land to facilitate development. In section B of the Self Build declaration, the following declaration has been made; “I declare that I will occupy the premises as my sole or main residence for a period of 3 years from completion of the property”. We are at a loss to see how 4 self-build houses can be declared as a main residence. There is concern about access for emergency vehicles. Recommend Refusal
3. Dewdrop Inn – The original planning application emphasised minimal piercing of the rear wall. The proposed large window in the corner of the meeting room is contrary to this and is a potential source of noise nuisance and visual intrusion to adjoining residents. Recommend  Refusal
