Apologies: Mrs J Davison, Mr. M Wattis and Cllr C Grove
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the Monday 2nd July, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove’s report had been circulated prior to the meeting.
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Chambers reported that the Woodland Trust was able to donate trees free of charge to schools. Stephen Gabriel has been appointed head of housing and communities. There was a 6.75 year supply of housing land available in August. Universal credits will be rolled out in the district on 12th September. 910 potential development sites had been submitted. Most vacant council properties were now sold or leased. Local democracy day had been very successful in schools. Cllr Chambers reminded members of his visit to the area (with Cllr Godwin and a council officer) on 20th September. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 2nd July:  
Vicarage Green: The RoSPA safety inspection had been completed. Mt Whittaker and Mr Steel agreed to assist Mr Wedd in carrying out some maintenance tasks.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that paths were generally good. 

Highways: The new bus stop had been completed on Martley Rod. The clerk to arrange for a litter bin to be erected. The hedge along Martley Road had been cut back and it was now necessary to side back the footway which is extremely narrow in places. The clerk to ask WCC to carry out the work.
Hedges at 1) Kenley, Martley Road & 2) 11 Hallow Lane, were overgrown and needed to be cut back. The clerk to write to the owners.
Allotments: It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Bass and resolved to accept the quotation of £1,000 for tree maintenance on the allotments.

Anti-Social Behaviour: A number of anti-social behaviour incidents had been reported in the village.
Village Hall: It was agreed that the clerk would write to the hall committee requesting that the side gate should be un-locked.
Broadheath Common: No report.

Update on proposals for sports facilities: Mr Wedd reported that the ground survey should be available shortly.
Emptying Litter Bins:  A reponse had been received from MHDC offering to empty 3 bins in the hall car park and the 2 near the bell free of charge. However they could not deal with the remainder because of the volume of dog waste which required incineration. The clerk to accept the offer from MHDC to empty the 5 bins and seek alternatives for the remainder.
Suspension of standing orders

Mr. Brian Lewis of Esperance, Bell Lane, complained about the speed of the traffic using Bell lane.  The Chair explained that the Council had been concerned about this issue for many years and had been in contact with the highways authorities and the police without any satisfactory resolution to the problem.  Speeding traffic was a police issue as they were the only ones able to prosecute offenders.
Closure of Village Stores: Mr Glossop reported that fund raising had been very successful, with £40,000 having been raised, the majority from a share sale to local residents. The post office had agreed to provide £12,000 to their installation. The next phase was implementation and volunteers were needed to assist the project.

Casual vacancy: There had so far been no expressions of interest.

Correspondence: Mrs Beard read an email from BBC Hereford & Worcester about new local programming which would support local events / air issues.
