Apologies: Mrs J Davison, Mrs M. Warfield  and  Mr. M Wattis. 
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the Monday 3rd September, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove’s reported that various local issues including the provision of 30 mph roundels and the siding out of the Martley Road footway were ongoing. The construction of the Worcester Parkway station was progressing together with plans for upgrading of Kidderminster station. Overspend in Children and Adult services was a concern while trying to address issues raised by the Care quality Commission. Worcestershire is in the forefront of energy efficiency with the installation of LED street lighting. Mr Wedd asked if technology to measure speeds and identify vehicles could be used to enable the police to contact offenders.
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Godwin reported recycling of waste had increased with a corresponding reduction in landfill. The Council House extension is progressing with offices designed to be public facing. A review of licensing animal breeding centres is underway to address issues around welfare and illegal activity. The village shop is progressing well and the post office has agreed to take part. Mr Bass raised concerns about the proposed Bloor Homes development and Cllr Godwin agreed to set up a meeting with planners to discuss the issues.
