Apologies: Mr S Beard, Mrs J Davison and Mr. M Wattis 
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the Monday 1st October, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove reported that winter maintenance crews have been on standby since 15th October. Flood risk management in the county has received a £500,000 funding investment from the Government. The Council has recently announced a Voluntary Redundancy Scheme to make in-year savings to help meet the current financial challenges. Work on the new Worcestershire Parkway Railway Station is progressing well. 
A Cabinet paper is set to be published next week on proposals to widen the scope of services and responsibility transferring into Worcestershire Children First. The rationale behind proposing a wider scope is to strengthen the focus on improving outcomes for children and young people. Celebrations around adult social care are continuing with Worcestershire Association of Carers hosting a party to thank carers.

The Council's Skills and Investment team has been awarded £1.4 million from European Structural and Investment Funds to promote apprenticeships in Worcestershire. 
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Chambers reported that the local democracy day had been a great success, with participation from local schools to a very high standard. It is intended to continue with the project in future years. The commemoration of the 100th anniversary of the end of WW1 included soldier silhouettes around the district.  The 6 district councils and county council are working together to address the ongoing funding issues. The district council had now either sold or let all its surplus properties.
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 1st October:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that there were some maintenance tasks to be done.

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that paths were in good order.
Highways: It was agreed that the clerk would ask Cllr Grove to arrange for the footway on the Martley Road to be sided out from the food factory towards the city.  The clerk was asked to write to the owners of Kenley, Martley Road re an overgrown hedge.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that a section of allotment fence was in need of repair. He would obtain a quotation.
Anti-Social Behaviour: There was concern about the number of thefts from properties recently. 
Village Hall: No report.
Broadheath Common: No report.

Update on proposals for sports facilities: Mr Wedd reported that a revised plan of the proposals had been produced. The clerk to ask Upton Town Council for information about their new play equipment and the cost. 

Emptying Litter Bins:  It was proposed Mr Steel, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved to accept Mr Skeys quote of £45 per week to empty all the bins including the provision of bin bags.
Community Shop: It is hoped that the shop will be open in January, with the post office ready by 2rd February.
Suspension of standing orders: It was reported that the footpath from the old post office to Crown Close was overgrown. The clerk to ask the lengthsman to side it out. It was reported that the verge along Martley Road between Church Lane and Hallow Lane needed to be cut. 
Casual vacancy: There had so far been no expressions of interest.

Correspondence: Permission had been received to arrange a carol service at Scarlet Pippin Orchard. A letter had been received from the Brownies asking for a donation. It was proposed Mrs Carver, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved to donate £250.00. Cllr Godwin agreed to match the donation of £250.
