Apologies: Mrs M. Warfield, Mr. M Wattis, Cllr D Godwin and Cllr P Grove.
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.

Minutes: It was proposed by Mrs Carver seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the Monday 5th November, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove’s report had been circulated prior to the meeting.
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Chambers reported that the 6 district councils had failed to agree a joint policy to address the overall funding issues. Each council would endeavour to work with the county council to assist where possible. District council car parks would be free on weekends up to Christmas from noon on Saturday and on Sunday. In order to address issues with the roll out of Universal Credit the district council has made £30,000 available to assist food banks if necessary. While the district does not fund bus services it has increased it’s contribution to community transport by £15,000 to £50,000.
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 5th November:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that because of weather conditions repairs to the play area surface would be done in the spring.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that some drainage trenches had been dug across the path at the fishing pools and Countryside Service had been advised.
Highways: There was ongoing concern about the safety of the footway from the food factory into the city boundary. Mr Whittaker reported that the “Elgar” sign at the junction of Bell Lane and Martley Road was leaning – the clerk to report this to WCC. The clerk was asked to write to the owners of Briar Cottage, Martley Road,       re an overgrown hedge.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that three half plots had become available following the renewal letter. 
Anti-Social Behaviour: No reports. 
Village Hall: No report.
Broadheath Common: Mr Wedd reported that one of the trees marked for attention had fallen.
Update on proposals for sports facilities: No report.
Emptying Litter Bins:  Mr Skeys had started emptying the bins under the new agreement.
Community Shop: It is hoped that the shop will be open in late January, with the post office ready by 2rd February. It was agreed that the clerk would order 2 free standing notice boards one to be erected at the community shop and one at the Vicarage Green.
SWDP: Comments on the SWDP prepared by Mr Wedd had been circulated. It was agreed that the clerk would forward the comments to the SWDP section.
Suspension of standing orders: No reports.
Casual vacancy: There had so far been no expressions of interest.
