7.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· Lengthsman Training. David Miles had applied for update training and initial training for his assistant. The Parish Council would contribute to any cost.
· Equipment Audit. All the Lengthsman’s equipment was in place except for chevrons painted on a van/lorry.

· Debris had been cleared from ditches and road grips in Elmbridge Lane

· Overgrown drains had been cleared in Purshull Lane

· Drains, soil from drain covers, and road grips had been cleared in Addis Lane
· In Addis Lane (Watery Lane) soil had been cleared from headwalls

· Foliage had been cut from signs in Cutnall Green

· The ditch and outlet pipe were both blocked near Cornshire Field farm in Elmbridge Lane. The County Council Jetter was needed so the Clerk would contact Highways.
7.2 Highways.

· Elmbridge Green Lane. County Cllr. had informed Gerry Brienza about the atrocious condition of this lane and the Clerk had supplied further details
· Horton Lane. Pot holes had been reported and acknowledged
· Grit Bins. The Grit Bins on Elmbridge Green Lane, Purshull Green Lane and at the top of The Knoll had been damaged, probably by verge-cutting contractors. The Clerk had contacted Highways and copied details to County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson.
· The stile on the footpath from A442 to New Road was broken. The Clerk had contacted Highways requesting that a gate replaced the stile

9.1 Manor Cottage. 18/01471/HP. Resubmission of previous application for extensions was refused
A birch hedge had been planted on land outside the garden and on the verge. 
9.2 Urloxhey Farm. 18/01509/HP Change of use application made for a “Gallop”
9.3 Urloxhey Farm/ 18/01665/HP. Application made to demolish existing stable block and steel-framed barn and build replacement stables.
In respect of the above two applications Dr and Mrs Newland supplied the following information:

· A racing yard with a maximum of 40 horses was planned to be operational by April 2019

· Footpaths around the Gallop would be fenced and signage erected

· The Gallop would only be in use for a short period of time each day

· Drainage and potential flooding would be carefully considered

· 6 to 8 staff would be employed. None would be residential.
9.4 Broadfield Farm, Cutnall Green. 18/01542/HP.  Application made for first floor extension and associated works.
9.5 Coombe Croft, Foster Drive. 18/01155/HP. Permission granted to join two existing dormer windows.
9.6 Manor Cottage. 18/01622/HP. Application made for replacement gates.
