Minutes

Reports from representatives of other bodies 

Parish Paths Warden – Mr Everitt provided a list of sites where clearance of roadside vegetation is needed to facilitate access to public rights of way. The clerk to provide details to the parish Lengthsman.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Traffic speeds and installation of VAS, Stocks Lane – The new VAS is now operating. WCC have not carried out any speed checks since installation – the clerk to ask the highways liaison engineer when this will take place. A resident has asked for information on the data generated. Mr Yapp reported that he needed to liaise with Mr Reynolds to extract the data.
b) Request for pedestrian crossing to A449 bus stop or rerouting of buses from A449 to the Worcester Road service road – WCC have confirmed that the request for a crossing (PEM 500786) will be considered in the next road of infrastructure evaluations in July 2019. If successful it would be delivered as part of the 2020/21 programme. 
Since a request to reroute the bus seemed unlikely to succeed, it was suggested that a request to extend the period during which the bus goes round the service road loop be extended and the stop be made a request stop. The clerk to contact the bus company.

c) Request for parking restrictions on the road outside the Beauchamp Community – WCC had offered to install an H bar across the Beauchamp Community drive but councillors strongly expressed the opinion that the bar would need to extend at least 5m either side of the entrance to be effective; a bar simply covering the entrance might actually make the problem worse. The matter was discussed later in the meeting with Cllr Wells.
d) Consideration of 2018 NALC model standing orders – The chairman had given apologies. The matter to be carried forward to the next meeting.

Other reports and items for future consideration

Councillor Wells arrived and reported that the application for the North East Malvern development would go before committee in October. He confirmed that he would attend and speak to the meeting. Details of the application were discussed, in particular the decision not to provide a school on the site and the decision to relax the percentage of affordable homes required on the site to 20% from the recommended 40%.

Cllr Wells reported that he had requested a pedestrian crossing as part of the works to Newland roundabout and investment in a joint footway/cycleway linking Newland and Powick to join up the existing cycleway provision. 


Mr Tinnion explained the issue regarding parking outside the Beauchamp Community and asked if he could follow up the request for an extended H bar with the Highways Liaison Engineer. The point was made that without the bar being extended it would probably do more harm than good and so shouldn’t be installed if it would only cover the entrance.


Mr Yapp asked for information on the cameras installed on street light no.1. The clerk to follow up with the street lighting department.
