Apologies: Mrs J Davison, Mrs M. Warfield and Cllr P Grove.
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Bass seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the Monday 3rd December, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove’s report had been circulated prior to the meeting.
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Chambers reported that the 6 district councils had bid to retain 75% of business rates within the county. This would provide about £4.5 million to assist adult social care. Cllr Chambers reported the two recent deaths of homeless people in Malvern. He emphasised the proactive approach by the district council in trying to assist the homeless. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 3rd December:  
Carol Concert: Mrs Beard reported on the success of the carol concert on the open space at Scarlet Pippin Orchard. It had been a great success with about 50 people attending from across the village. It was agreed that the parish council could fund the cost of the tree if the event is repeated.
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that the equipment was generally in good condition.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that paths were generally good. There was a particular problem with dog waste bags in the field opposite Hallow Lane.
Highways: Mr Wedd reported that the 30 mph roundels would not be painted on Bell Lane as the road was due for resurfacing this year. Mr Whittaker had reported overhanging trees on Bell Lane near the Martley road junction to the county council. The clerk was also asked to report the hazard.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that most of the vacant plots had been let.
Anti-Social Behaviour: No reports. 
Village Hall: The Village Hall had been redecorated and was in good order.

Update on proposals for sports facilities: Mr Wedd hoped to meet planners to discuss the current proposals.
