Apologies: Mr. M.Wedd (Vice Chairman)                        
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wattis seconded Mr Bass and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 7th January 2019, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman subject to the addition under AOB. “Mr Bass requested that the parish council should consider the purchase of the Church Field for future community use.”
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove’s reported that the proposed cuts in Libraries and the Archives budgets had been reduced and plans to charge for parking at Worcester Woods Country Park had been cancelled. The proposed council tax increase for the county council would be 3.9%. Work would start shortly on the Temeside Way widening scheme. There was some discussion about what action the parish council should take to address slippery / icy conditions. Cllr Grove explained that the situation with regard to PROWs (public rights of way) was far from clear. The proposed footway works in Bell Lane should be completed by April 2019.   Cllr Grove was asked if a sign to the village shop could be provided. He would look at the possibility of using the same post as the Elgar sign post which is currently lying on the grass verge. The sign could possibly be provided from his divisional fund.
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Chambers reported that the 6 district councils bid to retain 75% of business rates within the county had been successful and that £4.9 million would be used to assist adult social care, the money being ring fenced. The circumstances of the two recent deaths of homeless people in Malvern would be reviewed to identify any actions which could be taken in future. There are proposals to introduce 200% council tax on properties empty for more than 2 years to help address the housing shortage.
