Apologies: Mrs J Davison, Mrs M. Warfield and Mr. M Wattis
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 7th January 2019, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman.
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove’s reported that 5G trials would be taking part with Worcester Bosch. Government funding of £55 million for Worcester Southern Link had been allocated. The SEND (Special Educational Needs) guidelines were being updated. It was hoped that developments in technology would help to maintain the elderly in their homes. Cllr Grove wished the parish council well in the forthcoming elections. Mr Wedd raised concerned about the security of the proposed technology. Mr Bass passed on concerns about the use of Peachley Lane by construction traffic.
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Chambers reported that a working party on rough sleeping had recommended improved co-ordination between organisations. A task and finish group would be set up to address this issue. The government had made £635 million available (with match funding) to address high street issues. Cllr Godwin had appreciated serving the Broadheath Ward but would be moving to the Lindridge ward. Mrs Beard thanked him for his service to the local community.
