3.  The meeting was adjourned for the Public Question Time.
4.  The Minutes of the meeting held on the 12th September 2018 were agreed, proposed by TW, 
     seconded by DH with a unanimous vote in favour.
     Matters arising from the previous meeting
None raised.
6.  District / County Councillors Report
a. The County Councillor and District Councillor reports are available on the website.
7.  Police Officers Report.
No report.
8   Items for Consideration:
a. VAS locations have been agreed with Highways as: From Broadway just before Murcot Turn, towards Evesham just before leaving the village, towards Broadway near Dogs Trust and 2 locations on Manor Road, from church towards hall and from hall towards Sandy’s Arms. 2 hardstanding areas have also been agreed for mobile speed motorcycle, awaiting response from safer roads partnership. VAS device has been received.
b. Village webpage and facebook- Vicar has agreed to set up webpage and facebook and clerk will populate and maintain.
c. Meet the Village-Meeting went well with approx. 40 residents attending, points raised are detailed below, most have been actioned or PC will be looking into them.
· Move dog poo bin at Wickhamford Sports Club-actioned.

· Provide free dog poo bags in containers around the village-resident has agreed to distribute, PC to provide.

· Resident has offered to make blinds free of charge for hall.

· Evesham Wheelers suggested a patio area and reduce height of hedges to make hall more accessible and visible, possibly a noticeboard.

· Lady suggested better outside lighting that comes on automatically when you leave the hall and stays on until you are in your car. Also suggested better insulation and upgrading of heating.

· List of regular groups that use the hall.

· Noticeboard needs to be nearer to sports club advertising events.

· Village groups need to put events on newsletter.

· Bench opposite bus stop on Longdon Hill needs repairing/replacing.

d. EA- Date has been delayed but Environment Agency will still be holding a village event for those affected by flooding or residents with any concerns.
9.      Parish Council.
a. Community Fund- PC is considering ways in which they can benefit residents from the funds that they hold. JP proposed that the funds be shared between, the church, memorial hall, sports club and cemetery. Clerk advised that there are rules (section 137) that state that the parish council cannot make donations or grants to religious bodies and that they can’t pay for church repairs etc. Clerk also advised that the PC can never make a lump donation to any organisation unless it has a proposal of what the funds are required for supported by quotations. It cannot hand over funds in order to sit in other organisations’ accounts. The PC must be able to justify to all residents that they have taken due care and diligence when spending public money. With regard to the sports club, councillors agreed that the sports club is a commercial enterprise who can fund itself. TW advised that we should look at Community Legacy Grant from Wychavon in order to support the memorial hall. The PC may then be able to match the grant like for like. It was agreed that clerk should set up dialogue with hall trustees to discuss what is required and decide on best way forward. TW proposed with a unanimous vote in favour to set aside funds for the cemetery, JN advised that he had had tentative discussions regarding acquiring more land and would continue with this, all in agreement.
b. Section 106 monies- PC has £4415 towards public open space. TW requested that a kickwall be costed, SW agreed, clerk to obtain information for next meeting.

c. Dog Poo Bin -Sports Club- Clerk has met with Wychavon and agreed that the existing bins should not be re-located but an additional bin provided at bottom single gate. JN proposed, seconded by DH with a unanimous vote in favour to purchase a new bin.

d. Mobile Post Office Van- Clerk suggested that the village may be able to have mobile post office van attend the village for residents that are unable to travel to others village/towns. It was agreed that clerk should look into details.

e. Newsletter Distribution- Discussion took place about advertising for someone to delivery newsletter to all households on a bi-monthly basis, it was agreed to pay £25 each time for delivery and JN agreed to deliver to properties that are too far out of village. This would commence in January 2019 with advert in this edition of newsletter.
10. Correspondence- 

· Agreed burial ground rules sent to all funeral directors and stonemasons.

· Worcs CC contacted regarding footpath warden, response received, Worcs CC are going to continue advertising.

· Cemetery- Consecration of land chased, no response. Sign to be moved nearer gate, hedge has been cut.

· Site visit carried out with Highways to agree VAS locations and hardstanding for motorcycle speed camera. Locations approved awaiting email confirmation of locations. Safer road partnership contacted to agree locations, awaiting site visit date.

· VAS device ordered, received and ready for use.
· Email sent regarding speed signs on gates- no allowed.

· Dog noise- put in magazine.

· Letters sent to residents of Drysdale Close requesting that they trim back hedges to assist mowing of field- mostly cleared.
· EA emailed regarding village open morning-agenda in November.

· Letter sent to Rooftop requesting contact details for officer responsible for village- no response received to date.
· Defib training- first aid course on 23rd October 2018 and then training to be arranged locally.

· Smartcut requested to cut inside cemetery.

· Open morning attended on 20th October 2018, details at November meeting.

· Site visit carried out on 22nd October to look at dog poo bins at Sports Club.

· Volunteer has come forward to set up webpage, clerk has agreed to administer it.

· Lengthsman requested to clear pathway belonging to Rooftop as no response received from Rooftop.

· Noticeboard chased from HMP Long Lartin-ready for collection and installation.

a. A list of payments to be drawn this month were approved and cheques already signed ratified and the statement of balance of accounts 2018 approved as follows, proposed by JN and seconded by JP with a unanimous vote in favour.
Clerk advised that Santander had refused to transfer account either by bank to bank request or by authority letter signed by all signatories unless all signatories re-completed all their personal details and identification. Therefore, clerk has transferred the balance by issuing two separate cheques payable to Wickhamford Parish Council and paid to new Lloyds Account.
