7.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· Worcester CC had issued Lengthsmen with Personal Protection Equipment which consisted of waterproof jacket, trousers and vest

· Information received via the Parish Conference advised that there would be no change in regulations about working in gullies and that the inspection system would be tightened

· Work on headwalls and grips had been carried out in Elmbridge Lane, Addis Lane (Watery Lane), Crown Lane, and Purshull Green Lane

7.2 Highways.

· Elmbridge Green Lane. The pot holes had again been reported
· Grit Bins. No information had been received about damaged grit bins. The Clerk would inquire.
· Both the broken stile on the Broadfield bend in Elmbridge Lane and the dangerous footpath near Gately Farm had been reported
7.3 New Homes Bonus

· Funding. £5,381 was available.

· Defibrillator. The scheme for a Defibrillator to be situated at the Village hall was still to receive assent. This would use approximately £600 leaving a further £4781

9.1 Manor Cottage. 18/01471/HP. An Appeal had been made against the decision of Wychavon Planning Dept. to refuse permission for an extension
9.2 Urloxhey Farm 18/01665/HP. Permission had been granted to demolish existing stable block and steel-framed barn and build replacement stables
9.3 Urloxhey Farm 18/01509/HP. Permission granted for change of use to a Gallop.
9.4 Broadfield Farm, Cutnall Green. The owners had requested a discussion with the Parish Council about the extension of fishing pool facilities. Cllr Charles Caddick had been in touch
9.5 Manor Cottage. 18/01622/HP. An amendment had been made to the application for replacement gates which lowered the height. Permission had been granted.

11. Items of Interest 
11.1 The footpath in Cutnall Green from Apsley House along the A442 was overgrown. The Clerk would inform Highways.
11.2 The Clerk had attended County parish Conference on 9th October:
Adult Services were now using “3 Conversation Model” resulting in a cut in the number of people needing care and therefore saving money. Further cuts would be made to non-statutory services. Pollination would become part of planning.
11.3 CALC AGM. The Government were planning to devolve more power to Town and Parish Councils. Training would then become more important.
