· Further investigation is needed into the impact of the gyratory system on local roads and junctions.

· The impact of no school on the site has not been taken into account in highways modelling.
· Very short notice of the plan going to committee has not allowed for preparation and consultation with local residents.

· Request that that representatives of parish and town council councils should be involved in future discussions

Reports from representatives of other bodies 

Parish Paths Warden – PPW Mr Everitt reported:
No complaints or comments have been received about the footpaths in the Parish. All the usable footpaths in the Parish were walked this month and minor vegetation clearance was undertaken. The paths are generally in good condition

The finger post at Stocks Lane for paths NW-506(C) and NW-508(C) has disappeared and this has been reported to WCC. The landowner at Valentines has been reminded that he was going to fit a cross step to the stile on NW-506(C).  An abandoned car in a field but on the route of NW-503(C) has been reported to MHDC but no more has been heard. 

Some longer standing problems have been reported yet again to the County Council. 
Malvern Hills Trust – Mr Yapp gave a short report and update.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Traffic speeds and VAS, Stocks Lane –
Data collected from the new VAS had been collected and summarised by Mr Reynolds and was circulated and discussed. 52.5% of vehicles exceeded the 30mph speed limit, with 17.3% exceeding 40mph and 0.66% travelling at 50mph or faster. Also notable was the very high number of traffic movements recorded – an average of 1066 travelling southbound. It was agreed the data should be forwarded to the Safer Roads Partnership for comment. Also, to be published on the parish page on the WCC website and the parish noticeboards. When the new pole is installed it was suggested that data be collected for traffic travelling northbound, for comparison.
b) Request for parking restrictions on the road outside the Beauchamp Community – An initial consultation proposing no parking between the Beauchamp Community entrance and the junction with the A449 has been received. The clerk to convey the parish council’s support for such a scheme to WCC highways.
c) Consideration of 2018 NALC model standing orders – Deferred until the January meeting
d) Cameras on street light - Worcester Road – The matter is ongoing, with two cameras attached to the poles. To be carried forward to the next meeting.
