Progress of the proposal by ABCC of a new purpose-built facility on the Recreation Ground to replace the current pavilion 
Decision from the Parish Council to be made on the size of the proposed pavilion – options below;

· Original option –building 10.8 by 7.8m with veranda and clubroom 30.32msq.
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· Option one – 1.2 m wider than original, including veranda, thereby increasing clubroom to 40.32msq
· Option two – same as original option, no veranda and clubroom 40.32msq
· Option three  – 1.2m wider than option one, no veranda and clubroom 51msq.
The Parish Council agreed to option one which included a larger clubroom than the original option, and also retained a veranda.

Maintenance and improvement of Byways and the Village Hall Committee.

· Update on plans for the new porch

· Cllr JE and RW met Simon Laing to look at the levels at the back of the village hall to see if levelling off a part of the car park was a possibility. It was established that a disabled parking space at the back of the hall was not possible, but there may be space at the side of the hall.  K Chandler will be asked to consider options for disabled parking should the front of the Hall not have disabled parking.
· It was noted that RW would meet with K Chandler to revisit the porch and access plans prior to submission.  The detailed specification would then go for tender to local builders and other companies that Councillors would recommend.  It was anticipated that this work would go ahead in August 2019.
· It was also noted that outside lights around the village hall would need attention.

· Update on the meetings of the VHMC.  It was noted that the VHMC would be looking at the garden/paved patio area at the back of the hall with a view to refurbishment.
· It was noted that the dry grass around the bonfire caught light, but the use of the fire-extinguishers at the site averted it spreading too far.
