To receive presentation from Wendy Hopkins in relation to land at Vale Fresco, Laurels Road, Offenham.

Wendy Hopkins gave a presentation and supplied plans and drawings for a proposed planning application by Vale Fresco and partners for poly tunnels to accommodate vertical growing.  Various discussions took place and it was pointed out to Ms Hopkins that a PROW was included in the area proposed for development.

To receive presentation from Bruce Lomax, Principle Housing Officer, Wychavon DC relating to Housing Needs Survey.

Bruce Lomax advised that Offenham had not had a Housing Needs Survey completed since 2010 and with the changes in the village since that time suggested that a new survey should be done.  It would involve a questionnaire posted to all households in the village for completion and return although there is an online option.


The results could be used to influence developers into providing specific types of properties built in the future.

The Chairman advised that WCC budget for Lengthsman duties was insufficient to cover needs in the 
village and that the County Councillor was unable to top up funds this year.  It was agreed that the PC 
felt obliged to cover the deficit for the benefit of the village.  The clerk advised that she had contacted 
the Lengthsman to advise the situation and that only emergencies will be considered until the end of the 
financial year but if he became aware of any issues he should refer to the clerk.

· WCC responded to a resident in Church Street that they would be either repairing be the “No though road” signage or replacing it.

New Homes Bonus Money

· The clerk has contacted Wychavon DC stating that the PC have plans on how to spend NHB money allocated to the parish.  Tracy Perkins confirmed that she had updated their records.  It will be necessary to hold a residents meeting to gather feedback on how to spend the money.
Offenham Village Hall

· The clerk attended a meeting of the VH committee on 14th January.  They stated that the work to renew and update sewerage pipe work will commence during the half term week in February, it was requested that invoicing for the work should be received by the PC well in advance of the end of the financial year.


The treasurer stated that the accounts were with their auditor and that details of members had been updated with the Charity commission.  The AGM will take place on March 11th.


Plans to hold the Ball in 2020 will take place on the 9th September, numbers expected between 150 and 250.  Further events planned are a Motown and 90’s evening, Easter Bingo and another musical evening featuring Boogie Street.  The Festival may go ahead again this year.


The OVH website is up and running with online booking feature.  The Treasure will be meeting with the Architect to discuss plans for changing room facilities.
