Neighbourhood Development Plan Group – No update

To consider the purchase of a new VAS sign. 


Having met with Councillor Tuthill and the WCC highways liaison engineer, Mr King outlined the 
VAS options and other works proposed including roundels and signs. Purchase of a traditional VAS 
plus data unit will cost £2850, of which £2000 can be provided by WCC. Mr Sharp proposed a sum of 
up to £1000 be made available to purchase the VAS and ensure all the other work required be 
completed, Mr Seymour seconded and it was agreed unanimously. Mr King agreed to respond to the 
highways liaison engineer and request that speed checks be carried out prior to the installation of the 
VAS in order to gauge its effectiveness.

A.O.B – Mr King noted that at a previous meeting Mr Ralph had offered a piece of land to 
accommodate a bus stop. He agreed to speak to WCC highways regarding the logistics of taking up this 
offer and report back to the next meeting.
