Reports from representatives of other bodies 

Parish Paths Warden – PPW Mr Everit confirmed there were no new issues to report.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Stocks Lane – VAS data
Mr Reynolds had circulated data for the two months to 14 January. The speeds recorded showed a similar distribution to the preceding data though with fewer vehicle movements, reflecting reduced traffic over the Christmas and new year break. The clerk agreed to forward to the Safer Roads Partnership. Mrs Jeavons to place a copy on the parish noticeboard.
It was suggested that once the new VAS pole is in position it would be useful to move the VAS to obtain data for traffic northbound. 

b) Parking restrictions outside the Beauchamp Community – The request has gone through the first stage of consultations and if successful it is anticipated work will start in the spring.
c) Consideration of 2018 NALC model standing orders – Deferred to the annual meeting
d) Cameras on street light - Worcester Road – The matter is ongoing. Mr Yapp agreed to follow up.
e)     Parish council vacancy – Following approval to advertise the vacancy for co-option a notice was placed   on the parish notice boards. There having been no applications, date for applications to be extended and the matter to be carried forward to the March agenda.
