Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 4th March 2019, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman.
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 4th March 2019:  
Vicarage Green: The Playsafety inspection of the play area had been distributed and indicated only minor issues. Mr Whittaker had agreed to remove some areas of rust.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that paths were generally good. 
Highways: Mr Wedd reported that the wrong glass had been specified by the shelter manufacturers and a further panel of the correct thickness would be ordered. Mrs Davison complained of inconsiderate practise and bad workmanship concerning gas works in Jacomb Drive, There was poor trench backfill and damage to pavements. A water leak in a patch repair in Bell Lane had been reported to Severn Trent. The clerk to ask Cllr Grove if the Elgar sign post had been removed by WCC and if it would be re-erected with a “Community Shop” sign attached.
