The minutes of Stoulton Parish Council meeting held at Stoulton Village Hall on Tuesday 12th March at 7.00 pm.

J Shields (clerk), District Cllr Paul Middleborough (arrived item 8), County Cllr Rob Adam, a prospective District Councillor and four parishioner. 
Residents of Froggery Lane are concerned about the parking in the lane, it would be very difficult for an emergency vehicle to get through, all residents of the lane have ample ‘off street parking’.  The police and County Council Highways department have been informed.  A site visit by the County Cllr and Highway Liaison officer has taken place.  The residents are aware that there is no funding for a kerb along the lane however they would like to see the verge reinstated. 
Worcs. County Council have started the process for yellow lines to be placed on the lane.

6. To Discuss The Purchase Of Council Noticeboards.
The council agreed to the purchase of two notice boards, at a cost of £239.00 each plus VAT, to go in the bus shelter at Hawbridge and on the Main Road.

8. To Discuss a Village Plan.
After taking advice from Wychavon Planning Officers and discussions with councils that have undertaken Parish Plans, the Council agreed it would not be in the best interest of the parish to proceed due, to cost, its size and location.  Funds would be better spent if an inappropriate application was received for the parish.
The council will be able to comment on its Development Boundary later in the year.

The council agreed to investigate a more effective VAS, Cllr Adams is investigating funding on the parishes behalf.
