Cllr Clifford reported that on Sunday 4th February Finstall Road was again extremely busy and dangerous. The rugby club had not put any cones out along the road at all therefore people were parking in extremely dangerous positions.  Many of the parents were parked completely on the footpath against the wall which made it impossible to walk past without going into the road and also they were having to get their children out of the car on the roadside. Cars were also parked on the grass verges the other side of the road making the situation worse.   It was agreed that the Parish council would write to the rugby club asking if someone could attend one of the meetings so this could be discussed.  It was also agreed that a letter should be sent to the Police and the Community Safety Manager at BDC. Resolved.
It was agreed to ask the Lengthsman if he would clean the ‘Finstall’ signs as you enter the Village. Resolved.

Cllr Hewer pointed out that the Giles sign had disappeared from the Rugby Club site and hoped that it would not return. Noted.
