PROGRESS REPORTS FOR INFORMATION:

Councillor Clifford reported that the flooding situation at the junction of Dusthouse Lane and Walnut Lane is getting worse, the water is now flowing down his drive..  It was agreed this is not the result of melting snow as the tarmac is starting to break up and the paving sinking.  It was agreed to email Richard Clewer and ask him to carry out a site visit to see the damage for himself. Resolved

It was reported that the lengthsman had been abroad but it was questioned why he had not noted and reported the drainage issues in Walnut Lane.  Councillor Taylor agreed to ask the lengthsman about the care of Penmanor playing field. Resolved

PENMANOR PLAYING FIELD
Prices have been received from IDG Garden Services for the mowing of Penmanor (£700) and emptying of the dog bins (£936). Quote for 2017/18 was mowing £600 and emptying dog bins £810).  Quotes from Paul Danks of Done Mowing and Simon Skeys are still outstanding. Resolved.
Discussion ensued as to why we need dog bins and could ordinary bins be used.  We have 3 dog bins around the village at present.  Councillor Clifford proposed the removal of the dog bins and this was seconded by Councillor Hewer this was then agreed by all present..  It was agreed to ask Simon Skeys to remove the dog bins although the one in Heydon Road belongs to BDC. Resolved.
It was reported that new keys were needed for the security poles leading up to the playing field  and Councillor Taylor agreed to look into this. Resolved.
It was reported that badgers are ruining the playing field and Councillor Taylor agreed to speak to Simon Skeys to see if he can flatten the surface. Resolved.

WASTE BIN ON ALCESTER ROAD

It was reported that a letter had been sent to the residents concerned to say that the new bin at the bus stop in Alcester Road was a matter for Bromsgrove District Council and not the Parish Council. Noted.

CONCRETE LORRY
It was reported that the concrete lorry had not been seen on the car park of The Cross Inn now that the renovation work is taking place but a van has been parked there. Noted.
