ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN
Cllr William Taylor was nominated by Cllr Christine Orr-Cooper to continue as Chairman of Finstall Parish Council for the ensuing year and this was seconded by Cllr Wendy Molloy.  All Members present were in favour and Cllr William Taylor was duly elected Chairman.  Cllr Taylor then signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office which was duly witnessed by the Clerk.  
ELECTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN
Cllr Caroline Spencer nominated Cllr David Clifford to be Vice Chairman of Finstall Parish Council for the ensuing year and this was seconded by Cllr Rosemarie Ryan.  Cllr Clifford had notified the meeting that he would continue as Vice-Chairman if nominated.  All Members present were in favour and Cllr David Clifford was duly elected Vice Chairman in his absence.  Cllr Clifford will be asked to sign the Declaration of Acceptance of Office at the next meeting in June.
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APPOINTMENT OF REPRESENTATIVES TO THE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE OF THE VILLAGE HALL:

Cllrs William Taylor, Wendy Molloy and Rosemarie Ryan are currently the Parish Council Representatives on the Management Committee of the Village Hall; they were all willing to stand again and Cllr Hewer proposed that they be re-appointed this was seconded by Cllr Orr-Cooper. Cllr Taylor reported he had had extra keys cut for the bollards at the entrance to Penmanor playing field and would pass a key to Simon Skeys, the lengthsman. Noted.

It was decided that there were no urgent issues highlighted in the RoSPA inspection report of the play equipment and playing field although some of the items do need a little work to alleviate a possible finger trap.  It was agreed that the major problem was the roughness of the surface of the playing field.  The lengthsman is doing work to help with this problem. Noted.

Cllr Hewer informed the meeting that a service would be held in St Godwalds Church on the 11th November at 10.30am to celebrate the 100th Anniversary of the end of World War One.  This is to be preceded by a ceremony at the war memorial in Aston Fields at 10.00am. Noted.

It was reported that Richard Clewer of WCC Highways had agreed to a site visit to investigate the flooding problem and that an appointment had been arranged for 3rd May with Councillor Taylor. Resolved.

The Clerk reported that Simon Skeys had accepted the job of mowing Penmanor and emptying the dog bins and was very happy with the increase in his hourly rate. Noted.

It was agreed to accept the renewal quote from Came & Co for insurance.  It was also agreed to enter into a three year agreement commencing 1st June 2018 at a premium of £481.31 which is a slight increase on the previous three years. Resolved.

Resolved: The Chair 
was taken by The Clerk whilst this item was being discussed and it was 
proposed by Cllr Spencer that the Chairman’s Allowance be increased to £520 
for the ensuing year, this was seconded by Cllr Molloy and all members present were in agreement

SALARY FOR CLERK

It was agreed to increase the Clerk’s salary in line with guidelines set out by SLCC/NALC from 1st April 2018.  This would mean an increase of 3.1% which is the first increase since 2015. Resolved.

PARISH LENGTHSMAN SCHEME

It was agreed to continue participating in this scheme and the Clerk signed the agreement and forwarded it to WCC.  It was confirmed that the grant for 2018/19 would be £2784.00 which was the same amount as last year. Resolved.

It was decided that the Clerk should be the contact point for this subject and bring any new notifications to the attention of all members. Resolved.
