PROGRESS REPORTS FOR INFORMATION:

a)
Cllr Taylor reported that he had a very worthwhile meeting with Richard Clewer from Highways at WCC when they inspected the flooding problem in Walnut Lane. Mr Clewer said he thought both drains were blocked on the bend and it could be that the pipes were fractured underground.  He also commented that it was the worst he had seen.    It appeared that a ditch had already been dug out by WCC and Mr Clewer confirmed that a proposal was being put together but it could take up to 3 months as a road closure order would have to be applied for.  Cllr Clifford reported that all the water was now going down the drive of his property and his neighbour, the gardens were under water and when we had the severe storms the water entered both properties.  It was suggested that Cllr Clifford should contact Highway personally and encourage other residents of Walnut Lane to complain as the parish Council had done everything they could at present.   Noted.

At this point Cllr Clifford left the meeting.

b)
It was agreed that the meeting with 3 members of the planning team had been very informative and worthwhile.  The subject of the Village Hall Committee had been brought up at the meeting as they would like to purchase a piece of land at the back of the Village Hall to enlarge their car park.  Those present were told this would be unlikely to get permission  as it would be a change of use of land.  Noted.

It was agreed to contact BDC about the fly tipping in the garage area and the Clerk agreed to do this.  The allotments were inspected and it would appear they are all being worked on.  Resolved.

OTHER MATTERS FOR DISCUSSION ONLY  -  not referred to in the Agenda.
A discussion took place about the mowing of all the grass verges.  Councillor Spencer reported that these were gradually being done and thought that Finstall could be next on the list.

Councillor Hewer reported that the drains were blocked outside the Church Yard causing flooding on Finstall Road every time it rained.  The Clerk agreed to report this to BDC.

It was also reported by Councillor Ryan that the drain is blocked outside B60 1LG on Alcester Road.  This will also be reported to BDC.
Councillor Ryan also reported that an accident had occurred  on the junction of Heydon Road with Alcester Road and that 4 police officers, a fire engine and 2 ambulances attended.  The police officers were told that speeding was a big problem and they agreed to ask thePCSO’s  to monitor the traffic.  It was 
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generally agreed by members that the speed detection van is needed to monitor Alcester Road as well as Finstall Road.  Councillor Ryan is waiting to hear back.

It was thought that the sandstone wall on Finstall Road was beginning to look in need of repair and it was agreed to monitor this closely over the next few months.
