4.
PROGRESS REPORTS FOR INFORMATION
a)  There was a discussion about having ornamental gates at the entrance to the village.  Cllr Hewer suggested that a suitable site for village gates may be either side of the railway bridge, near to the churchyard,  Cllr  Taylor said that permission would be needed from Worcs Country Council Highways Board.  The clerk will contact Richard Clewer in Highways Department  to arrange a meeting between Mr Clewer and the Chairman.
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b) Cllr Taylor will investigate the garage area of Penmanor to check there has not been any further fly tipping and to see if the broken fencing has been removed.

c) No further news about the tree outside 105 Finstall Road since WCC confirmed that it does not pose a safety risk.  Resolved.

CORRESPONDENCE

Items a) b) e) and j) were read and noted.

c) An email received from Dale Birch will be forwarded to all councillors.  
The email summarises the new Planning in Principle (PiP) for housing led development.  The publicity requirements are not as rigorous as for a planning application and there is a shorter time period (17 days) for the parish council to respond to an application. 

d) An email received from Richard Clewer about lengthsman training will be forwarded to all councillors.

f) Posters advertising the Pensioners’ Fair will be put up by Cllrs Taylor and Ryan.
g) Cllr Taylor will include a paragraph within the next article for Finstall Focus asking people not to leave unwanted items outside their homes and to dispose of such items appropriately.

h) Cllr Taylor expressed an interest in attending CPRE meeting.  The clerk will contact CPRE for meeting dates in 2019 and forward these to Cllr Taylor.

i) Cllr Taylor will put the information about the Lodge Café starting at Burcot Grange on the Penmanor notice board.

6. New Councillor
The clerk will email Cllr M. Molloy with her contact details so that the Disclosable Pecuniary Interest Form can be returned as soon as possible.  A new bank mandate will then need to be prepared to enable Cllr Malcolm Molloy to authorise cheques.

7. Standing Orders
Cllr Taylor is satisfied with the document and the councillors at the meeting have no amendments to put forward.
8. Data Protection Act
The details about GDPR were generally discussed . We can ensure confidentiality and do not process any personal data.
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9. Draft Budget for 2019/2020
The draft budget was presented for consideration.  Following discussion it was decided that 3% increases on precept and staff costs would be prudent for the next three years.  Budget to be revised and presented at next meeting.
Cllr Taylor said that the village hall committee would like to buy a small piece of land adjacent to the car park for further parking spaces.  Cllr Taylor will include an item about this in Finstall Focus and invite residents to comment or attend a meeting for the ten minutes prior to official proceedings.

10. PENMANOR ALLOTMENTS
Cllr Taylor reported that it is now Mr Lyall’s last year of his tenancy.  

Cllr Orr-Cooper confirmed that Mr Lyall had been given two years notice of his tenancy ending.  Mr Lyall has enquired if he could keep the allotment if he has a sponsor in the village. However there is a waiting list of residents who would like an allotment so this was not seen as appropriate.  The clerk has been asked to write to Mr Lyall asking him to vacate at the end of the year.
11. MEETING DATES
The meeting dates for 2019 were approved.  Cllr Molloy will check that the village hall is available for the 1st meeting on Tuesday 8th January.
12. CAROL SERVICE
A suggested guest list was circulated. The clerk will send out invitations and will also contact Ryan, landlord at The Cross for permission for guests to park on the pub car park on 21st December. 
The road closure request has been received by WCC but we have not yet received written confirmation ready to give to marshals on the evening.

Cllr Ryan will arrange for signs to be printed for the carol service.  All cllrs present agreed to bring a dozen mince pies on the evening.
