7.3 New Homes Bonus

· Defibrillator. Wychavon had agreed £590 toward the Defibrillator and application for supply would be made to the British Heart Foundation. A cupboard was required to house the defibrillator and County Councillor Peter Tomlinson would assist with funding if necessary.
