Cllr Tucker mentioned the next meeting of the Hill and Moor liaison group would provide a tour of the new Norton facility and Members were invited to attend the event.

Cllr Tucker also outlined the further consultation process concerning the Regional Spatial Planning Strategy and she was continuing to press officers on the issue of the Eastern Bridge Traffic lights.
