b) Leigh & Bransford Parish Council would like to reiterate the reasons stated for objecting to the original application 18/01419/FUL and draw attention to the following points made in the approval to planning application 16/01613/FUL:

Item 5 - Prior to the first use of the access, hereby approved, hereby permitted engineering details   of the provision of temporary traffic management signage shall be submitted and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority and the development shall not be used until the scheme has been constructed in accordance with the approved details.

Item 6 - Means of vehicular access for construction traffic to the development ... shall be from the Malvern Road only and will be directed by a Banksman on arrival and departure.

Item 7 - Within three months of the last use of the vehicular access, a scheme of landscaping for the re-instatement of hedgerow shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the planning authority.
c) The parish council recommends approval on the condition that the structure and the associated games room is used only by the owners of the main property and is not made available as a holiday let.

Mr King noted there are still some items that require public input – views and green spaces that should be protected. The next stage will be to book the Memorial Hall for the public consultation event. A parish council NDP email address to be created for responses.

Worcestershire County Council – Cllr Tuthill gave an update on local and county matters. Regarding the Go Greener application he noted WCC planners are referring the company to similar sites where full wheel washing facilities have been installed. He also reported that Chapel Lane is being resurfaced along its full length. 


The chairman reported that the new VAS had been delivered to him without the second box containing the batteries, despite WCC signing in the delivery of two packages. He has now sorted this out but expressed concern regarding the error. It was also noted that dealing with WCC Highways is frustrating and that it is difficult to get things done.

97/18   Reports of committees and working groups 
             Memorial Hall – Mr Seymour reported on recent developments including the installation of CCTV. 


Work to the outdated electrics is planned and old, unused equipment in the small hall cupboard is 
being disposed of. The hall committee are also considering the installation of broadband.
             Speeding and road safety working group – Mr King reported that WCC recommend cutting back the 
hedge at the Stocks Lane corner to improve visibility before taking other measures. The group is still 
waiting for a report from WCC on the lines through the 
centre of the village that force vehicles to 
the sides of the road. The sites for the new roundels are marked but they have not been installed yet. 
He agreed to follow these matters up.

An increase in motorbikes speeding on the A4103 on Sunday mornings was reported. The chairman 
agreed to follow up with the local police.

             Parish Paths Warden – Mr Sutton had given apologies but provided a report. The chairman and Mr 
Sutton had met with a WCC footpaths officer and a number of improvements agreed, including four 
kissing gates. Mr Sutton reported an incident on the golf course where golfers had reacted 
aggressively towards him while walking the footpath across the course. The chairman agreed to 
contact golf course management and request that golfers are made aware of the existence of 
public rights of way across the course. 

A footpath group is now walking the local paths and helping to identify work that needs to be done. 
Some of the signs marking public footpaths from the footway need to be replaced and it was agreed 
this should be carried out with funds set aside in the annual budget for footpath maintenance.

Councillors reports and items for future consideration
· The replacement of the hedge that was removed at the end of Hop Pole Green needs to be enforced. Mr Hawkins to provide the clerk with details.

· A new ‘no fouling’ sign is needed for the bus shelter, in addition to the two requested for the new cycle path. These have been requested from MHDC.

· Dog fouling has been reported outside Rosebank Cottage – to report to MHDC.

· The litter pick will take place on Saturday 30th, 11.00 am from the Royal Oak.

· Ongoing concern regarding the use of BB guns causing danger and damage to property was noted – the police are aware.

The chairman noted that this is the last full meeting of the existing council and thanked Mr Seymour, Mr Gloster and Mrs Jones, who have all decided not to stand for re-election, for the contribution they have made to the parish over many years.
