Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 9th April 2018, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising from the minutes of the 1st April 2019:  
Vicarage Green: The equipment in the play area was safe but showing signs of deterioration / rust which will need to be addressed in the medium term if the sports proposals do not proceed. 
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that paths were satisfactory. 
Highways: Concern was expressed at the overgrown / narrow footway on the Martley Rd towards the city. This had been reported to Cllr Grove for action. Cllr Grove had also been asked when the footway in Bell Lane would be surfaced. A manhole cover in the grass verge at the junction of Jacomb Road / Hallow Lane had been damaged by a parked contractors vehicle – the clerk to advise highways.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were in good order. There is a waiting list for plots.
Anti-Social Behaviour: No report.
Village Hall: No report
Broadheath Common: Mr Wedd advised that several signs had needed repair which he had undertaken. There was discussion about the faded common by-law signs. The MHDC solicitor would be consulted about whether signs needed to be erected and what they should say.
Update on proposals for sports facilities: Mr Wedd reported that costing the MUGA and play area was fairly straightforward but the other items such as car parking etc would need to be scheduled. There was discussion about the status of the Village Hall land.
Community Shop: Mrs Carver reported that the police proposed to hold a monthly surgery at the village shop.
