The minutes of Kemerton Parish Council Meeting held at the Victoria Hall, Kemerton on Tuesday 2nd November 2010.

1. Apologies for Absence.

Apologies were accepted from Cllrs Sir D Logan and Ms C Allen.
2. Declaration of Interests.

Councillors were reminded to update their register of interest and to declare any personal or prejudicial interest in items on the agenda and their nature.

3. To Consider The Adoption Of The Minutes Of The Meeting Held On 7th September 2010.

The minutes, with alterations to the spelling of place names, were signed as a true record

4. County Councillor. 
Worcestershire County Council has to reduce the budget by 60-70 million over the next four years, the council having anticipated the reductions have already planned for 45 million during the past 14 months.

The county employs 4,600 staff and this will be reduced by approx 750 posts.

Staff in schools will not be affected as the budget is determined by central government.  30 million will be obtained by efficiency and reforms in practice,

The management of the council will be reviewed, 1 director and 5 heads of services posts have already been cut.

There will be a reduction in services; the council has been undertaking public consultation to determine priorities.  Services to children and the elderly will not be affected.  Pot holes is a concern to the public, however highways is a prime target for reduction. 

The suggestion of moving from a three to two tier school systems would be very expensive and is not likely to progress at the present time.

The ash tree outside Bardon house will be removed by the county council.

5. District Councillor.
Cllr Darby was pleased to see that Bayliss Road had been at long last resurfaced.
The loft conversion at 7 Bayliss Road had been investigated and it would appear that a mistake had been made at Wychavon when the applicant was wrongly told that Planning Permission was not needed.    
Cllr Darby said that if the parish council wished him to take this matter further, it would need other members of the parish council to ask for this, as he was wearing two hats. It was agreed that the matter be deferred to the next meeting.
Information meetings are being held by the three South Worcestershire Local Authorities to inform parish councils about the replacement of the ‘South Worcestershire Joint Core Strategy’ by a new South Worcestershire Development Plan due to the abolition of Regional Spatial Strategies. He recommended that Kemerton PC should send a representative.
The District Council has to decrease its spending by 2 million over the next four years. This will mainly be achieved by increasing the income from its assets and services (such as car parking and garden waste), increased efficiency and joint working practices, and by reducing management.  The intention is to reduce services by as little as possible. 
6. Progress Reports for Information.

a) Clerk.

The Council has received a penalty notice from HMRC for non submission of PAYE return.  The clerk was not aware that the on line submission of the 21.4.2010 had not been recorded by HMRC, the clerk has appealed and is awaiting the decision.

Risk Register has been updated. 

7. Correspondence For Information. 
The clerk’s details have been amended on the Post Office Savings Book.

8. To Discuss The Condition Of The Grass Verge Adjacent To Lindum House.
As the council believe that the county council will not repair the damage to the verge, it was agreed for the parish plan to include ‘self help’ for ‘improvement of verges’.  
9. To Discuss the Condition of Kinsham Lane.

Cllr Hardman will be inspecting the condition of the lane with Mr R Fullee from Highways.

10. Parish Plan and VDS – Update.
A leaflet will be distributed to inform the parishioners of the progress in the Parish Plan and invite feedback on the draft Village Design Statement.  The council had been asked to clarify certain points, in particular the history of ‘Dog Bins’ supplied by Wychavon DC. The leaflet was agreed subject to these amendments.
