Progress Reports:
​(a)  Police Report – LPO Jayne Willetts introduced herself as the new Local Police Officer.    Very little crime in the area, mainly theft of lead.
(b) Lengthsman’s Scheme
Podmore – rod out blocked drain.

Stanklyn Lane – Dig out grips, dig out two blocked gullies, dig 10 metre ditch.

Heath Lane – Clear gully tops, side out footway.
(c)  Parish Paths
Report receiving on paths walked.   Action is required on Footpath 529 where a tree has fallen.   Footpath 518 - no stile at the south end of the path.  Footpath 557 – footpath not marked across the field by the farmer who has planted a crop across the footpath.   Footpath 553 – Northern end of the footpath is completely overgrown and impassable to walkers.     These have all been reported to Worcestershire County Council Countryside Service.
