MINUTES OF INKBERROW PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON LINE VIA ZOOM ON WEDNESDAY 18TH NOVEMBER 2020.

DEMOCRATIC FIFTEEN MINUTES PUBLIC QUESTION TIME.   No matters were raised.

2667.   Declarations of interest.   There were no declarations of interest.

2668.   MINUTES.   Following an amendment at min. 2652 to read Cnclr. David Hunter as the PC representative for Police communication and at min. 2655 the word Licence be replaced by signage, it was Agreed the minutes be signed as a correct record.

2669.   PROGRESS REPORTS.   Highways.   Highways maintenance had slowed down due to the workers having to isolate and abide by distancing regulations.   The flooding in Withybed Lane was continuing to be monitored.   106 Agreement.   It was agreed this item would not be included in future agendas.  Signage/Car Park.   Cncllr Anthony Hopkins would circulate proposed wording to be agreed and Cncllr Rodger Fooks would obtain a quotation.  Footpaths.   The work on footpath 643 still had not started.   Ccnllr. David Hunter will contact SDL re progress in conjunction with Fiona Argyle.  Telephone Box refurbishment.   Progress would be on hold until early March 2021 due to Covid-19 requirements.

2670.   POLICE REPORT.   No official report had been received but it was noted that a number of attempted break ins had taken place.   Sheep worrying at the Millennium Green was causing concern.   Notices were being ignored and dogs were being allowed to roam off lead.   The problem seems to have increased during the Cocid-19 lockdown.   

2671.   REPORT OF THE COUNTY COUNCILLOR.   Cncllr Anthony Hopkins reported that some work had taken place on hedge cutting and the flooding situation was being monitored with drains being unblocked further down the line from Withybed Lane.   The County Covid-19 situation to date was reported as a plus 19% on the previous 7 days with Feckenham village very high.  65 people were currently in the County hospitals with the virus and school attendance figures were dropping.   25 of the County’s care homes had Covid cases.   

2671.   FINANCIAL AFFAIRS AND PRECEPT.   The RFO advised that the External Auditor charge had increased from £200 to £600.   This was due to the amounts of 106 money needing to be paid through the PC accounts.   The financial report/budget and RFO recommendations in regard to the Precept had been circulated noting a possible change in the base rate.   It was Agreed the Precept for the ensuing year would be in the sum of £21,769.   This represented no increase.   It was Agreed the following outstanding accounts be paid:   Clerk: £443.86, RFO: £144.94, Parfitt Services: £50, Smartcut Ltd: £255.70, Zoom subscription: £11.99, Lengthsman: £200, St. Peter’s Church: £512.50, Wychavon DC (bin emptying): £363.89, Broadband: £33.65, Littlejohn (Audit) £720.

2672.   PLANNING APPLICATIONS.   It was Agreed the following applications should be recommended for approval: 20/01910/20/01909 Mr. T Harris, replacement windows, Basket Cottage, Holberrow Green.
20/02334/FUL Mr. W. Nowacki, Bulls Head.   Retrospective planning application for a Pizzaria outbuilding and a fish and chip servery outbuilding.
2673.   DC CHAIRMAN’S DIAMOND JUBILEE COMMUNITY RECOGNITION AWARD 2020.   It was Agreed to nominate The Forge Shop in recognition of the contribution they have made to the community during the Covid-19 crisis.

2674.   PLAYGROUND DAMAGE.   Quotations for repair/replacement were awaited.

2675.   PUBLIC FOOTPATH Lb-661 DIVERSION PROPOSAL.   There appeared very little merit in this proposed diversion.   Cncllrs. Dinah Griffin and Anthony Hopkins would prepare draft comments.

2676.   DOG FOULING AT THE ALLOTMENTS.   It was Agreed that quotations should be sought for the provision of a sign with the wording “No Public Access, Allotment Holders Only” to be installed at the entrance to the Allotments.   

2677.   CHRISTMAS TREE.   It was Agreed permission be given for the provision of an illuminated tree on the Green and confirmation was received that all required Covid-19 safety measures would be in place.

2678.   COUNCILLORS’/CLERK’S REPORTS AND ITEMS FOR NEXT AGENDA.   It was Agreed to consider the donation of £50 for the Royal British Legion, in lieu of this year’s poppy wreath.  Members’/Staff Job Descriptions provision was progressing.   It was noted that following a survey of deprivation in the County, Evesham was classed as the most deprived and Inkberrow classed as the least deprived.   

2679.   FURTHER QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC.    It had been noted that as the Annual Parish Meeting did not take place because of the Covid-19 restrictions, no report had been received from the Parish Charities for the current year.   Cncllr. Robin Lunn would forward a copy of the report to the Clerk.
