MINUTES OF INKBERROW PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD IN THE PAVILION, SANDS ROAD ON WEDNESDAY 20TH AUGUST, 2014.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE:  Apologies for absence were received and accepted from Councillors R. Fooks, Robin Lunn and the Clerk.

DEMOCRATIC FIFTEEN MINUTES PUBLIC QUESTION TIME.   It was noted weeds were growing in the play area.   **Cncllr. Mrs. E. Collins will contact playing field contractor**??   Comments were received and noted regarding The Forge Shop, and neighbouring residents were concerned about potential disruption from the shop expansion and building works. The Tennis Club raised the issue of converting their licence into a lease, and the Holberrow Green VAS and highways issues and site meeting were raised. 
3109. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST.   Cncllr. Mrs. E. Collins declared a non pecuniary interest planning application 01403 and Cncllr. Burdett declared a non pecuniary interest in planning 01103.

3110. MINUTES.  With the addition of “private, public or Parish Council “ following the word “funds” at minute 3108 it was AGREED the Chairman sign the minutes of the meeting held on16th July as a correct record.
3111. PROGRESS REPORTS.   

Highways.   Clerk would ensure that the grass on the corner of Windmill Lane/Stockwood Lane would be included in the grass cutting schedule.  A note would be placed in the next available Whats On regarding the horse fouling on Green Lanes and footpaths, including near the Bulls Head.   The VAS for Holberrow Green was due to be delivered in September.   Cncllr. Mrs. A. Steel will arrange.

Lengthsman.   There was no extra work for the Lengthsman for the current month.

Conservation Area.   Wychavon DC comments were awaited.

Neighbourhood Plan.  In abeyance until WDC officer visit.

Car Park.   The provision of a height barrier to prevent large vehicles damaging the car park was raised, the item was deferred until the next meeting.
3112. POLICE REPORT.   PC Tony Carter reported on recent crime, followed by discussion on Community Speed Watch.   This is not a PC initiative, but at least 6 volunteers would be required, 3 to work at any one time.   Police would give training and supervise.   Note in the next available Whats On asking for volunteers.
3113. REPORT OF THE COUNTY COUNCILLOR.   Cnllr. Clive Holt reported that there was a reduction in unemployment to 1.7%, lowest since July 2008. 

3114.   REPORT OF THE DISTRICT COUNCILLOR.   Cnllr. Mrs. Audrey Steel advised the amalgamation of one CEO for the three Districts was being held up by Malvern Hills DC.   It was noted that permission for an additional 37 houses in Withybed Lane had been given after Appeal.

3115. FINANCIAL AFFAIRS.   The monthly balance sheet was circulated.   It was AGREED the following outstanding accounts be paid:   Clerk £400.80, RFO £107.20, Tapcast £378, Wychavon Sport £54, Grant Thornton £240, N. Biggs £300 (completion of repairs to street furniture, for which he was thanked) Paul Eadon £357, ICC £13.95, Lengthsman £207.

3116. PLANNING APPLICTIONS.   W/10707 Forge Shop ext.   PC recommended approval of the application, subject to access to properties at the side and rear to be kept open at all times.   Conservation area – signage to be in keeping.   Name Forge Shop to be retained.   Building work to be kept within normal week-day working hours;  noise and disruption to be kept to a minimum.

W/01199 Le Hollier.   Approved, but it was noted that this area has been liable to flooding.  W/01602 Rush House.   Approved but needs visibility splay where track meets road to Business Park.

W/01403 Cottage Farm.   Approved, but suggest frontages moved further back from road.

W/01781 Approved.  W/01674 Mr. Berry.   No comment was made at this stage; some councillors questioned whether the site was in the Greenbelt. 
3117. Village Hall cardboard recycling bin.   It was AGREED the bin should be removed if no objection to its removal was received. 
3118. HEALTH CHECKS.   No further  correspondence received.

3119. DIRECTION SIGNS TO BOWLS CLUB AND FOOTBALL CLUB GROUNDS .   More information was required on location of the signs.
3120. SIGNAGE, MORTON HALL LANE.   It was AGREED a finger post on the right hand side of the road heading for Redditch, opposite the War Memorial should be suggested to DC.   More information was required from WCC re bollards on grass triangle to protect road edges.  This would be placed on the September Agenda.

3121.  TENNIS CLUB LEASE.   The Tennis Club would be asked to provide copy of original documents.   PC would take legal advice if necessary. The principle of converting the licence to a lease was supported, but there was uncertainty about the role of the ICC and PC in this matter. 
3122.  REPORTS AND ITEMS FOR NEXT AGENDA.   Cncllr. Mrs. Elizabeth Collins requested consideration be given for PC payment to Arrow Valley Band re WW1 service on The Green.
