· A resident has requested that the PC include an article in the Parish Magazine to remind people that dogs should be kept on a lead in the recreation ground.

· The annual inspection of the play area and recreation ground has taken place and the report has been forwarded to all councillors.  No immediate action is required but there are some issues that may need attention shortly.
