Clerk and Chair attended a site meeting with Roy Fullee, Highways on 25th June 2012 to 

Discuss various areas of concern around the village.
Firstly:

· New Street- With the reduction of speed limit, cars are parking along the road and causing issues at night. However, the cars are acting as traffic calming and aren’t parking too near to the junction thus affecting visibility. There is a possibility that yellow lines could be put around corner to keep parking away from junction. This parking has improved the parking in Orchard Close.

· Raised the issue of accidents at Coldicotts Lane end of village and a number of suggestions were discussed. The suggestion of gated access was looked at but this may not be effective for Bretforton. Suggested that VAS could be installed subject to agreement with Councillors.

· Roy was chased for the results of the speeding survey so as to ascertain the changes since the limit had been reduced.

After discussion at PC meeting it was felt that B4035 may be too wide for gated access to 
work. Councillors were, in principle, in agreement with Vas but before approving this 
measure, it was asked to confirm the locations to assess the effectiveness. 

Cllrs also suggested that a grip surface could be put down at the hotspot coming into the 

village from Badsey. Also could it be looked into with regard to reducing the speed limit 

throughout the village and the process involved to do this.

Clerk has also contacted the accident prevention officer at West Mercia Police for any 

assistance they can give with the accidents.

· Youth Shelter or Alternative. Cllr Carter to re-contact youth club to obtain ideas of what their members may like.

· Gated Access. This has been discussed as part of Highways visit.
Tree Planting- To be marked on map for next meeting.
· Mowing- Specifications have been sent out to 4parties, 2 of which have arranged site visits. It is hoped that quotations from all can be obtained for next meeting. Specification for amenity mowing to tie in all small mowing jobs to be prepared in draft by Clerk and Chair for next meeting. 

Burial Ground-Bed Clearing and Planting. – Area at Burial Ground near benches needs clearing and planting. Suggestion of lavenders. Contact Zoe Sinclair to ask for quotation to carry out work. Proposed by Cllr Wright. Seconded by Cllr Grant., All in favour.
Refurbishment of K6 Kiosks- Cllrs decided to wait for boxes to be disconnected then remove.
