· Station Road – a question was raised in relation to an incident of perceived speeding on Station Road and what could be done to enforce the maximum speed limit.  A member of the public agreed that they would discuss with neighbours on Station Road as to whether they would volunteer to establish a Community Speed Watch Group in conjunction with the Safer Roads Partnership.
· Inner metal bucket to the bin on Butchers walk reported as missing.
· A drainage problem has been reported on kennels Lane with waters running across the road making it impassable by foot.
