c. Telephone Kiosk – the kiosk has now been painted. To date there has been no confirmation from West Mercia Police as to what purpose the kiosk will be utilised.
d. Dates for 2019/20 Meeting: July 8th, September 9th, November 11th, January 13th, March 16th, May 11th were confirmed and the village hall has been booked.
e. Noticeboards & Village Hall Sign - Clerk presented some costs in relation to replacing the noticeboards. A Double and Single in Oak would be £2103.37. It was decided that Cllr’s Collins and Drake will investigate options for where the boards could be positioned for maximum effect. Photographs of any suggested sites were requested. Action: Cllr’s Collins and Drake to report back. A pub-style hanging sign for the Village Hall was discussed and it was agreed that Mrs Farman will discuss with the Village Hall Committee in terms of cost etc.
f. NHBS Funding – quotations are still awaited. Mrs Farman is to help progress this issue with the VH Committee.  
g. Sewage Odours – Cllr Laight reported that the odour is still noticeable. No contact has yet been made with the residents. Action: Cllr Laight to speak to resident.
h. Litter Pick Equipment – Cllr Robinson not in attendance, bring forward to next meeting.

10. District Councillor Report – no report given – Cllr Robinson absent. 
County Councillor Report – no further report was given, as already reported to APM.

11. Highways
i. Passing Place on Kington Lane – Action:  Cllr Adams to progress
ii. ‘Westfield’ Kington Lane – a “basin” has formed, continues to fill with water. Previously Gerry Brienza had visited, now Barry Barnes to follow up. Action: Cllr Adams to progress.
iii. Footpaths along A422 – despite being numerous complaints and being reported on the Highways “Hub” there continues to be serious issues along this stretch that is dangerous for pedestrians. Action: Cllr Adams to progress.
iv. Speed Sign, it was queried whether the sign could be positioned closer to the speed limit sign. Action: Cllr Adams to query with Barry Barnes and report back.
