11     HIGHWAYS MATTERS:
Hewell Lane: in a NW direction from Broad Green: stone gabions:  Highways to be contacted (copied to the County Councillor) that the Parish Council requests the gabions are removed and the slipped bank is reinstated with hessian sacks filled with a lean dry mix concrete.  The re-built bank would then be more in keeping with the rural nature of the lane.

Councillors re-stated that they felt the most cost effective option was to scrape and level the area followed by an application of dry cement / sand mix and a rolling.

13	BACKING-UP PC DOCUMENTS USING THE CLOUD:  Deferred to the next meeting.

14	INSURANCE RISK:  LIBEL & SLANDER COVER:  Members are to be reminded about their obligations under the Code of Conduct and must not bring the parish council into dispute.  To be discussed again at the next meeting.

It was agreed that 250g basic wild seed mix @£30 + £4.99 p&p would be ordered from the Grass Seed Store.  Permission would be sought from the Bowling Club to remove some of the larger hedgerow trees and thin the hedge between now and the spring.

16	DOLAN PARK HOSPITAL DISCHARGE:  There had been no further update from the Environment Agency and no reply to the council’s letter to the Worcestershire Regulatory Services.  A further letter would be sent to the Manager, WRS, saying it was totally unacceptable that sewage was being discharged into the ditch and that no action had been taken regarding this health hazard and the stink from the pollution.
