ii. To consider adoption of electric lamps on Brockhill Road: The Clerk had circulated details to
councillors and following lengthy deliberations it was agreed not to adopt the lamps (4 against and 3
abstentions). The potential long term maintenance responsibilities that might fall on the Parish
Council meant that it was not considered to be in the best interests of West Malvern residents as a
whole.
