Apologies: Mrs J Davison and Cllr C Grove
Mrs Beard announced the death of Mr Lionel Morris who had attended parish council meetings as a member of the public over many years. The council and those present stood for a minutes silence in memory of Mr Morris.
Prior to the meeting a presentation was given by The University of Worcester concerning the proposed development of student accommodation and other facilities in Oldbury Road. 

Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard declared a non-pecuniary interest in the proposed sports facility.         

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs. Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting, held on the 5th December 2016, having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove had submitted a written report in his absence.
District Councillors’ report: Cllrs Chambers and Godwin reported that the results of the waste procurement contract would be announced shortly. March is the deadline for comments on the Local transport Plan4. There was concern about the current state of hospital provision and the likely effect of the additional demand caused by the development proposals.
Matters arising from the minutes of the 5th December 2016:  
Vicarage Green: No report
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that the paths were being well used.
Highways: A response had been received from ACC Amanda Blakeman to the letter concerning the community speed watch scheme. Mr Johnson agreed to follow this up with the safer neighbourhood team. It was agreed that the lengthsman be asked to side out the footway in Bell Lane from the Bell to Urma cottage. A length of hedge is also overhanging

Anti-Social Behaviour: No report
Defibrillators: The defibrillators and cabinets had been received. An electrician would install one at the village hall and with agreement at the post office. 
Village Hall: Mrs Beard reported that work was to be done on the areas of flat roof and that further upgrading of the kitchen facilities was under consideration. Quotes were being obtained for the provision of CCTV.
Broadheath Common: No report
To discuss proposals for sports facilities / MUGA: Mr Wedd presented a plan showing the proposed MUGA. It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Faiers and resolved to obtain a pre planning consultation with MHDC prior to submitting a planning application. The Village Hall had been booked for the afternoon and evening of 23rd January for a public consultation exercise. An information sheet, response form and prepaid envelope would be distributed.  
Suspension of Standing Orders: There was concern that the consultation would not include all views. Mrs Beard responded that the scheme was a parish council initiative and all comments would be taken into account when making a decision.
