A resident of Monkwood Green attended and queried whether soil samples had been tested as part of the agricultural appraisal commissioned by the Monkwood Solar Panel Action Group. 
There being no other comments the meeting was re-opened.

To Receive the Report of the Police Officer.


      None were present.

195/15
To Receive the Report of the County Councillor – Phil Grove.



Cllr Grove reported that gritting of the County’s roads is due to start 15th October, with some 1500 miles of designated roads to attend to. The annual National Adoption Week will take place from the 19th to 25th October with this year's theme being ‘Too old at 4?’. Worcestershire Council Leaders have agreed to support submitting a joint Worcestershire bid to take part in the Syrian Vulnerable Persons Relocation Scheme. The bid will be subject to the Government agreeing to fund the scheme for the full five years and the agreement of other public organisations locally.

To receive the report of the District Councillor, David Harrison, temporary DC representative in absence of Dean Clarke.


Cllr Clarke is still receiving emails, should there be a need to contact him. The South Worcestershire Development Plan (SWDP) was approved for consultation on 9th October. The consultation runs until 5pm, 20th November. Cllr Harrison noted that the maps of the local areas are entirely excluded from the latest version of the SWDP and encouraged residents to write to object to this omission. Comments regarding the Monkwood Solar Farm planning application can still be sent to the Planning Officer at MHDC and although they will be received, they may not be considered at this late stage. The hearing date for this application is potentially 2nd December 2015. An early stage application for funding duelling of the Carrington Bridge has been made by the County Council.

Planning – to consider, comment and resolve to respond to the following planning applications

a. 15/01033/FUL - Installation of Standalone PV Modules (6.97MW) and associated infrastructure, Land at Green Farm and Bush Farm, Monkwood Green. 

· Motion to approve payment of the Monkwood Green Solar Action Group commissioned agricultural appraisal / soil survey for £120 including VAT.

Members noted that the correctly addressed invoice for the appraisal had been received by the Clerk, but that the report itself had not and that there was no detail of the processes involved in collecting and compiling the results. The Clerk was instructed to obtain this information from the Monkwood Solar Farm Action Group, before the payment could be approved.
b. 15/01204/LBC - Listed Building Consent, Retreat Farm, Camp Lane, Grimley. Annex consisting of garaging, store and loftspace over for use as home office. Retreat Farm, Camp Lane, Grimley, Worcestershire, WR2 6LX. Planning officer - Hayley Jones. Extension for parish council response granted until 30th October.

Together with:

15/01203/HOU - Householder Full Planning Permission, Retreat Farm, Camp Lane, Grimley. Annex consisting of garaging, store and loftspace over for use as home office. Retreat Farm, Camp Lane, Grimley, Worcestershire, WR2 6LX. Planning officer - Hayley Jones. Extension for parish council response granted until 30th October.


Members agreed via a majority vote to support this application and the Clerk was instructed to respond to MHDC accordingly.

c. 15/01296/S73 - Variation of Condition 22 of planning permission 09/00901/FUL to allow the retention of Agricultural building (Building 1). Holywards Farm Moseley Road Hallow. Planning officer - Anna Priestley. Extension for parish council response granted until 23rd October.


Members expressed a number of concerns regarding this application. Members resolved via a majority vote to object to this application and it was agreed that Cllrs with relevant information would liaise with the Clerk to compile and submit a response.
d. 15/01341/FUL - Change of use from Agricultural to Equestrian and erection of new stables, Land At Old Oak Barn, Sinton Green, Hallow. Planning Officer - Hayley Jones . Deadline for parish council response: 23rd October.


Members resolved via majority vote to support this application, on the condition that the intentions stated in the application to relocate the temporary/moveable stables are meet within a reasonable, stated timeframe. The Clerk was instructed to respond to MHDC accordingly.
Members voted to re-order the agenda at this point in the meeting and brought item 11 forward.

198/15
Highways & Footpaths - To receive and discuss updates and formulate Motions not requiring written notice.

a. Three pot holes in 1st pull-in towards Grimley and pot holes down Camp Lane.

The three deep potholes have been dealt with by WCC Highways. Camp lane has also been scheduled for attention, but timescales are not clear.
b. Results of speed check, outside Grimley School - A representative of the School Board of Governors will be invited to give a report at this point in the agenda.

Mr Mick Jukes spoke on behalf of the School Board of Governors and reported that efforts have already been made to tackle the few parents that disregard the necessity of driving safely and considerately. Members asked Mr Jukes to reiterate to parents that they should park in the Wagon Wheel car park (specifically, away from the entrance to the car park) and that they can safely turn in the school car park, rather than in the entrances to resident’s drives. Members instructed the Clerk to investigate placing ‘h’ lines outside two properties that are experiencing the most problems with inconsiderate parking, as a non-enforceable, visible deterrent.
c. Litterbin, Layby A443.

The Clerk reported that the Parish Council is waiting for WCC Highways to confirm that they will not replace the bin under their own budget before pursuing further.

d. Leaking water on road approaching Grimley village.

This has been reported to Worcestershire (WCC) Hub and has been marked for investigation by them. They may well refer the Parish Council to Severn Trent or to MHDC if it is a land drainage issue.

The original order of the agenda was resumed at this point.

Monkwood Green – To receive and discuss updates and formulate Motions not requiring written notice.

a. Management of the SSSI. Consideration as to ongoing and annual maintenance requirements in light of recent rytec project.

Members agreed to move this item to the next meeting in order to allow detailed consideration of issues.

b. Management of Non SSSI – requirement for a new contractor to cut and bail in 2016.

Members agreed to move this item to the next meeting in order to allow detailed consideration of issues.

c. Rebuilding the old well on Monkwood Green – Motion to resolve to proceed with project using the allocated County Council funds (£900).

Cllr Woodhouse to continue to liaise with Mr Bill Prosser in relation to this. It was confirmed, upon query by CCllr Phil Grove, that the grant money for this project has already been received by the Parish Council.

Sinton Green - To receive and discuss updates and formulate Motions not requiring written notice.

a. Overgrown Cornus/Dogwood shrub, on upwards approach to Sinton Green, as reported by Lengthsman. 

The Clerk was instructed to write to the owners at Sinton Court, asking for their cooperation in removing this obstruction.

Grimley Village - To receive and discuss updates and formulate Motions not requiring written notice.

a. Noticeboard – Motion to accept £100 quotation for repaving the area under the noticeboard and to weed-spay the roadside gutters around the corner opposite and into Camp Lane. 

Members approved this quotation and instructed that this work proceed, with the proviso that the invoice will be adjusted for any monies not spent.

Lengthsman - To receive and discuss updates and formulate Motions not requiring written notice.

a. Motion to receive and approve future items of work.

Members instructed the Clerk to obtain information from the Lengthsman as to his methods for calculating an aquatically safe mix of weed spray. Members instructed the Clerk to reiterate that the telegraph poles in Grimley Lane require clearing of vegetation and that the 30mph signs be revisited on a regular basis. The Clerk was also instructed to investigate who is responsible for maintaining the hedges down Camp Lane. Cllr Weston is to assist with this.

Cllr Lewis departed at this point in the meeting in order to attend another  

     appointment.

Reports from Representatives - To receive and discuss updates and formulate Motions not requiring written notice.

a. Peace Hall Management Committee.

Cllr Davies reported that the work on the Peace Hall lights has been completed, with the exception of the internal emergency exit and the outside security light. Work to re-letter the memorial board has been completed. During work to repair a leak in the Hall roof, it was discovered that the roof appears to have been tampered with, fortunately to no great damage. Members agreed that the best way forward with plans to commemorate the Queen’s Birthday in 2016 is to set up a working party (separate to that of the Peace Hall Management Committee and the Fete Organisational Committee), made up of Cllrs and community volunteers. Cllrs Jennings, Woodhouse & Weston agreed to contribute. It was suggested that a notice be put in the Parish Magazine asking for additional volunteers.

a. To discuss improving the Parish Council’s online profile.

The Clerk reported obtaining a password to access the WCC parish website service. Minutes and agendas are now being uploaded as appropriate. However, this service is limited and is not well used by residents. The Clerk was instructed to explore the option of obtaining CALC funding towards the cost of setting up a new Parish Council website.
