THE GUARLFORD COLLECTION OF CRIB SCENES
St Mary’s Church, Guarlford, December 8th to 10th

Eight hundred years ago, in 1223, St Francis of Assisi recreated the scene of Jesus’s birth by setting up an
empty manger inside a cave in Greccio, Italy, with a live ox and donkey standing by. He is reported to
have told a friend that he wanted to do something that would “recall the memory of that Child who was
born in Bethlehem, for people to see with their own eyes the inconveniences of his infancy, how he lay in
the manger, and how the ox and ass stood by.”

The word crib comes from
the Old English cribbe,
‘the manger of a cattle
stable, a fodder bin in
cowsheds and fields’.
Often, families have a
tradition of setting up a
crib scene in their own
homes, using nativity sets.

In the run-up to Christmas, why not take time out to visit The Guarlford Collection of Crib Scenes, an
exhibition of nativity sets from around the world? There will be nativity sets large and small, including
some, like these, which are just a few inches high.

The exhibition in St Mary’s Church,
Guarlford, will be open on :

Friday 8th December 10 am to 3 pm
Saturday 9th December 10 am to 3 pm
Sunday 10th December 12.30 to 3 pm

We will have sets crafted in all kinds of materials, like the Fairtrade
wooden nativity set shown below, and some made by local crafts
people and children. St Mary’s will be decorated ready for Christmas,
and there will be activities for children.

Entry to the exhibition is free.
Refreshments and accessible toilets will be available in
Guarlford Village Hall, which also has a stair-lift.

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Vicar’s Pastoral Letter - November 2023
Dear Friends,

November is a month to remember. And we remember not to take things for
granted. Not taking things for granted helps us have better focus, and
promotes better priorities in our life.

On Remembrance Sunday 12™ November 2023 at 10.50am, for the first
time in the time I have been your priest, church services at Guarlford,
Madresfield & Powick worship together at the same time for the national
silence at 11am (I hope with the clock changes, everyone remembers!).

Remembrance Sunday is a good opportunity to express publicly the much-needed intention not to take
peace for granted. Next year, we commemorate 80 years since D-Day and in 2025, the ending of the
Second World War. Psychologically, many of the younger generations might well be thinking such
war will never visit us. We can all too easily take peace for granted.

The Gaza/Israeli conflict and resultant humanitarian crisis, and the war resulting from the Russian
invasion of Ukraine, remind us not to take peace for granted. Devastating war is closer than we think:
in the case of the current conflicts - less than four hours’ flying time separate our peace from armed
conflict and humanitarian strife. Remembrance Sunday helps us remember.

Jesus taught very clearly that this age, in which we live, will see wars. He was not the sort of humanist
who believes that humankind is getting better in all ways, and such bad things are going away. Not at
all. Jesus said ‘there will be wars and rumours of wars’ right up to the time of his second coming. He
warned us so that we can be ready to face up to the challenges of our times, and to work for peace, and
to be ready for war. Many of the Ukrainians are Christians and this has helped them to be resilient in
the face of terrible warmongering. We need to remember the civilian casualties in Gaza and Israel too
and the aid agencies trying to help in hard circumstances. We want to be resilient. Being resilient is
helped by good remembering.

On Sunday 29™ October 2023, we had our annual Parish Memorial Services. The services on that
afternoon brought back to church many family members that your village churches have supported over
the past two years with funeral ministry. We gathered together to remember loved ones who are no
longer with us and to give thanks. I hope that this annual gathering was indeed helpful, as we all come
to terms with our own loss, and it also helps us to value our close friends and family. A shared
experience of expressing our family grief reminds us how much we value our loved one’s memory, and
helps us not to take our remaining family and friends for granted. Remembering helps us value people
and cherish people.

Whilst we remember or hold deep routed remembrances, we need to give thanks too. We remember
that all we have comes from God’s generosity. As we approach the end of the Church’s year at the end
of the November, we do need to anticipate and look forward to God’s plan for us as a group of
churches, moving forward. We mustn’t dwell, too much, on the Diocese’s Transformation and Change
agenda, in the purely organisational and church bureaucracy way, but look for the signs for how Gods
is transforming us. Being thankful for our parishes’ presence, prayer and persistence to help others in
spite of the challenges we face is important. Offering thanksgiving is a marvellous antidote to taking
things for granted.

November is a month to help us remember and give thanks for all have achieved. Come and remember
and so be ready and focused on the things that really matter.

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Well, here we are again 12 months later, and the
NEWLAND NEWS 22 Grapevine is back. You cannot keep a good publica-

tion down as far as I can see.

Much has happened here at the Beauchamp: one warden has retired and a
new one has arrived; with all things this has created a difference to the
community. Welcome to Duncan our new warden and long may he enjoy
living and working at the Beauchamp.

My life has changed greatly. I made the momentous decision to take early retirement and no long-
er go out to work. Have had to face 12 weeks of a garage repairing my car and driving some very
different vehicles while waiting. This has given me an opportunity to see that a hybrid vehicle is
not the thing for me. It was great for long journeys using almost no petrol to travel from here to
Weston super Mare and back, but of no use for short local journeys (the majority of my driving).
The lack of electric charging points mean that I would be very dubious of buying an all-electric
car. Yet climate change needs us to move away from the petrol engine, so what to do? What’s best
for the environment and deal with the difficulties this will bring? Or go with my gut and stay with
petrol and risk the pollution this will cause.

On the theme of climate change I have been taking advantage of the central government scheme
where all bus journeys are £2. So I have been able to travel to Worcester and Great Malvern using
the bus, but due to the timetable changes it will have to be mornings or early afternoon. There are
no buses after about 5.30pm.

I have also reconnected with my cousin while away in Bournemouth and it has been great to see
her and discuss many family things with her.

We had the gentleman of St John’s sing a capella in St Leonards and the acoustics were lovely
and we thoroughly enjoyed the entertainment.

We have survived a nice big storm, the felling of one of our trees due to disease, though the grass
has grown back and from a distance you be hard pressed to tell anything had happened. A massive
heat wave (a rather hot few days in September): we are English, so that much heat should be ac-
companied by drinks with umbrellas, air con set to
freeze and loungers by the pool - not at home.

We have welcomed new residents and said goodbye
to others who have moved on to pastures new.

What has not changed is the rhythm of the church,
the services and patterns that pass through the year.
We find ourselves approaching Advent, full of hope
for the future, grateful for the good bits of the past,
and the good memories. Looking forward to the cele-
bration of the birth of our saviour, though maybe not
the continuous Christmas music in the shops.

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Report from Guarlford Village Hall October 2023

Over the past year so much has taken place at Guarlford Village Hall. There have been some big changes
with still more to come. During a cold January, the builders moved in and out came all the damp timber
from the downstairs area of the hall. The walls, floor and ceiling were damp-proofed and insulated and by
March brand new toilets had been installed together with accessible facilities for visitors with mobility
difficulties. While the work was underway a time capsule was placed in the space between the ceiling
over the entrance door and the floor of the upstairs function room. This will give a real flavour of Guarlford
in 2023 to any future generations who may come across it. Thank you to our builders, Paul and Mark
Mucke, for such fantastic work on phase 1 of our project. Finally on 15™ April, Councillor Nick
Houghton who was town mayor at the time, officially opened our toilets at the start of the spring village
quiz

The quiz was a huge success with questions set by our quizmaster
Richard Edwards, and a delicious supper provided by the
Committee. This event started our fund-raising efforts for phase 2
of the village hall renovations, to insulate the stairs, main hall and
kitchen. In March the Trustees commissioned a survey of the
building and were delighted to learn that the building is structurally
sound and with a bit of care and attention will be able to serve the
community for generations to come. Unfortunately, some roof
repairs are needed as well as a bit of brickwork pointing in addition
to all internal works the Trustees already have planned. Undaunted,
the Trustees have continued throughout the year to encourage more

people to enjoy using the hall and this has seen a huge increase in
the footfall.

Councillor Houghton cutting the In April, a pre-loved sale and coffee morning organised by Jean
ribbon on the accessible toilet Embelin and Brenda White raised nearly £300 for the hall which
was a fantastic achievement.

In May, the Trustees joined with Guarlford Parish Council to organise a street party to celebrate the
coronation of King Charles III. Penny Lane was brought to life with music and laughter as people joined
in with tug-o-war, space hopper races and other fun games.
