337/13 Declarations of interest :  None.
338/13 Minutes of previous meeting
The minutes of the meeting held on 21st October were approved. 

339/13 Planning Applications 
13/0665 –  Nash Court Forge Lane, Belbroughton.   Alteration to design on retained mill building only. 
The Committee has no objections to this application. 

13/0732 – 39 Holy Cross Lane Belbroughton Single storey rear lean-to extension, additional window to first floor front bedroom, new design porch and improved mono-pitch roof to garage.
No objections provided the increase in the property size is within the 40% total additions guideline.
13/0767 – Post Office 24 High Street Belbroughton -   Property is occupied as Post Office and The Little Coffee Shop. Previously discussed at BDC planning (not at PC) as the coffee shop is now major business, change of use needs to be applied for to A3.
The Committee has no objection, but wishes to see both the Post Office and coffee shop working in tandem.
13/0804 54B High Street Belbroughton.   Rear single storey extension to provide ensuite and walk in wardrobe.        The Committee has no objections.
13/0855  Forge House, Forge Lane, Belbroughton.  Timber garden shed.

The Committee has no objection in principle but would wish to see the size of the shed in proportion with what should be considered appropriate in the Conservation area.
13/0767  Beechcroft Woodfield Lane Bell Heath. Erection of a detached garage block.

The Committee has no objections to this application provided that cumulative additions to the original dwelling do not exceed the 40% guideline.
13/340    Two further applications were received after the published agenda and these were also discussed:

13/0054  -  Erection of an agricultural dwelling at Hill Farm, Belbroughton. The Committee has no objections in principle to the granting of this application provided that there is a proven agricultural need. The Committee would however like to see the following conditions: -  Occupancy of the dwelling should be tied to agricultural use so that the dwelling cannot be occupied or sold separately.  The design of the new dwelling should be in keeping with the area and nearby listed building.   Plus, a requirement for the removal of the existing temporary accommodation (caravans) when a new dwelling is erected.
12/0741 –  Proposed detached three bedroom bungalow at 3 Bradford Lane Belbroughton.
The Committee has concerns about the potential impact of the proposed new access drive on the nearby primary school and on the adjacent public footpath. The Council therefore objects to the granting of this application unless 1) the highways authority is satisfied that there will be no adverse impact on the safety of the school entrance or that any safety issues can be addressed 2) the Parish Council is assured that there will be no adverse impact either during construction work or thereafter on the footpath that runs alongside the property.

44 High Street Belbroughton.    Demolition of existing flat roofed kitchen and conservatory. Construction of a 2 storey rear extension including a kitchen, living room, porch, 2 new bedrooms and an en-suite bathroom. Granted.
Church House Bradford Lane Belbroughton. -  Replacement front door; Forming of ground floor hallway with oak panelling; Works to utility area (to amend w.c.) - including replacement window; 2nd floor - Replacement staircase/revised partitions and doors/panelling to bathroom/resited loft access/forming of shower room; Minor works to boundary walling; removal of boxings to redundant flue pipes.  – Granted. 

5 Church Road Belbroughton. -  Demolition of lean-to to the rear of the property and replace with two storey extension. Granted.
342/13 Other planning business
The clerk informed the Committee that the Worcestershire County Council Minerals consultation process was now underway and an assessment should be carried out and as required comments sent to the County Council. Cllr Hood agreed to investigate and report back to the Committee. Information is available ‘on line’ and on Weds 4th December 2.00pm – 8.00 pm at the District Council offices at Spadesbourne Suite, Burcot Rd. Bromsgrove
The Committee noted that following a complaint by a resident to the District Council concerning a roof window at the property ‘Barn at Church Hill, Belbroughton’, the matter had  been passed to the Enforcement Officer.
The committee requested the clerk track an enforcement notice believed to have been issued relating to at Pepperwood Close / Glovers Meadow Farm, Fairfield.
