The minutes of the meeting held on 3rd March 2014 were approved. 

089/14 Planning Applications 
14/0103    Wayside Third Road Wildmoor B61 0BT   Replacement dwelling and garage.  The Committee has no objections to this application.

14/0133    Lilac Cottage The Gutter Bell Heath DY9 9XB    Rear single storey extension. The Committee did not wish to see a disproportionate increase in the size of this property but would have no objections provided the cumulative increases in the property size were within 40% of the original.
14/0052   2 Hartle Lane Belbroughton DY9 9TG   - Condition Number(s): 4 Conditions(s) Removal: The condition regarding obscure glazing appears to have been intended to relate to bathrooms only and would serve no planning purpose if applied to all first floor windows. The windows to be installed to any bathrooms at first floor level in units 4 and 7 shall be fitted with obscure glazing and any opening lights shall be at high level and top hinged only. The obscure glass shall be maintained in the said windows in perpetuity.  

The Committee would not wish to see a change to this condition attached to the planning permission granted 19th October 2011.  However, it did not have any additional information upon which to assess the application – concerning the numbers of windows involved - and therefore would be minded to accept the decision of the District Council.

13/0543    Land Rear of 23-25 High St Belbroughton -  Appeal - Change of access to dwelling from Forge Lane to Nash Lane  Variation of condition 2 of 12/1041.

The Committee confirmed its strong objection to the 13/0543 application and thus this appeal and would copy the consultation comments made to the District Council in August 2013 to the Appeals Officer.
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13/000061/CM   Chadwich Lane Quarry Madeley Heath – Retrospective proposal to vary the approved planning permission restoration levels.  The Committee was concerned at the excess levels of infill and apparent increase in the levels of flooding occurring on neighbouring 

farmland. The proposal was therefore not supported and it would object requesting that enforcement measures are considered to restore the levels to those permitted.
